The Reader’s Ramble

Dear Neighbours,

We walk into church one day to receive Holy Communion and our hearts stop. There, right
there, is a WOMAN PRIEST! For most of us that wouldn't be an issue, but for some it is. What
do we do? | would hope that if we felt really strongly about it, we would just take part in the
service and skip communion. | would really hope that if we have had reservations, we would try
it and see. After all, remember what we say, "Draw near with faith. Receive the body of our
Lord Jesus Christ which he gave for you, and his blood which he shed for you. Eat and drink in
remembrance that he died for you, and feed on him in your hearts by faith with thanksgiving.”
We have always had male priests, why? Because that's the way it's always been. Maybe
"that's the way it's always been" isn't the great excuse some people believe it to be.

Some things have always been that way. The standard railroad gauge (distance between rails)
in America is four feet, eight-and-one-half inches. Why such an odd number? Because that's
the way we built them in England, and British expatriates built American railroads. Why did we
adopt that particular gauge? Because the people who built the tramways used that gauge.
They in turn were locked into that gauge because the people who built the tramways used the
same standards and tools they had used for building wagons, which were set on a gauge of
four feet, eight-and-one-half inches. Why were wagons built to that scale? Because with any
other size the wheels did not match the old wheel ruts on the roads. So who built these old
rutted roads? The first long-distance highways in Europe were built by Imperial Rome for the
benefit of their legions. The roads have been in use ever since, and the ruts were first made by
Roman war chariots. Four feet, eight-and-one-half inches was the width a chariot needed to be
to accommodate the rear ends of two war-horses. Maybe "that's the way it's always been" isn't
the great excuse some people believe it to be.

We have always had male priests. Why have we always had male priests? Because the
priesthood of women as a vocation was not recognised by the church. Are we in favour of
women priests? Hmmm. Do we recognise their ministry? Hmmm. Does the Church of
England recognise their ministry? Yes. Are they ordained priest according to the rules of the
Church of England? Yes. Do we have any choice in the matter? Yes. Cannon C10 article 2A
states, "No bishop shall admit or institute a priest who is a woman to a benefice if a resolution
under section 3(1) of the Priests (Ordination of Women) Measure 1993 is in force in the parish
concerned or, in the case of a benefice which comprises two or more parishes, in any of the
parishes concerned.” The two resolutions are as follows. Resolution A - That this parochial
church council would not accept a woman as the minister who presides at or celebrates the
Holy Communion or pronounces the Absolution in the parish. Resolution B - That this parochial
church council would not accept a woman as the incumbent or priest-in-charge of the benefice
or as a team vicar for the benefice. Where do the Wallops stand on this? | have no idea, do
you? Maybe its time we did. In this time of looking to the future, if we refuse to recognise a
woman priest we are narrowing the choices open to us. Our Rural Dean is a woman, The Revd
Jill Bentall; do we refuse her admission to our church? Maybe "that's the way it's always been"
isn't the great excuse some peaple believe it to be.

Women priests have been in the Church of England for 14 years now. Forget all the theology,
it was all used years ago, for both sides. Forget bible quotes, they were all used years ago, for
both sides. Look at the facts. The Church has recognised the valid ministry of women. If we
hold allegiance to the Church of England, we must recognise the authority and accept that the
debate has been had, many prayers have been said, and we now follow the will of God in the
decisions made by His Church. We may well come across a woman priest. We do not have a
priest of our own. Maybe "that's the way it's always been" isn't the great excuse some people
believe it to be, so feed on him in your hearts by faith with thanksgiving. Our leader is still the
same, Jesus Christ, our living risen Lord.

Planning: a) 06/02579 FULLN, Erection of dwelling, detached garage, cycle store and oil tank
with access to Salisbury Road. Land adjacent to The Old George, no objection.
b) 06/02773 TREEN, Pollard 4 willows, thin 1 beech by max 25% and crown lift,
Haydown Farm, Fariey Street, no comment.
¢) 06/02783 TREEN, Poliard 1 willow, The Gables, Heathman Street, no comment.
d) 6/02872 TREEN, Remove 2 limbs from Tulip tree, remove 2 Conifers, 1 Fifehead
Manor, Salisbury Hill, no comment.
e) 06/02705FULLN External alterations to existing barn building comprising 3
conservation roofiights, new door and provision of flue, Place Farm Barn,
Heathman Street, support.
Planning (general): Erection of first floor rear extension to provide shower room, Cara Cara,
granted. Dane Cottage convertion withdrawn.
Points from the floor: Knockwood Lane — Mrs Gumn pointed out that the work due to be
done there to fill in the large pothole had not yet been carried out (Action: Clir. Beeley).
Salisbury Lane - it was confirmed by the clerk that the equipment for the traffic survey is still
awaited. Car boot sales — Mrs Gumn enquired about the position regarding the Hollom Down
sales discussed at the last meeting (Action: Clir. Young).
Matters arising from the minutes: Clir. Souter read a reply from the Safety Engineer at HCC
regarding the roundabout proposal at the main A343 crossroads. It also reported on the three
year scheme monitoring the number of injury accidents both before and after the ‘Give Way' and
red surfacing measures. There were nine accidents reported in the three years before and
none over the last three years. Therefore it was not considered necessary to introduce any
further low cost measures at this location. However, three collisions outside Pinchbecks Garage
had taken place since and an investigation will be undertaken later in the year. Regarding the
constructing of a roundabout on safety grounds at the crossroads, this would be determined by
the number of reported injury accidents occurring there and whether all other low cost options
had been considered. At present the injury accident record would be unable to compete with
bids from other locations in the county that have a worse safety record and therefore HCC
would not be able to consider a roundabout at the crossroads on safety grounds.
Neighbourhood Watch: Clir. Souter reported on a burglary in Heathman Street whereby the
thief was disturbed and a chase took place. Both police and NHW reaction was praised. Most
of the items taken had been recovered and a deal of evidence acquired. He reminded
parishioners of the police waming that at this time of year there is a strong likelihood burglaries
could increase due to homes being left unoccupied and in darkness. Househoiders should take
sensible precautions including the use of timer switches. Anyone wishing to obtain crime
prevention information please contact the local Crime Prevention Officer on 0845 045 45 45.
Playing Fields: Clir. Rogers reported that 10 cubic meires of bark have been ordered at a cost
of £639. + VAT. All councillors present approved this. The occasional game of football is being
played on the pitch.
New Village Hall Trust: Cilr. Rogers reported that a fruitful meeting was held recently with an
action plan drawn up. When the time comes the order of action would be seiling this present
site with planning permission before embarking on building a replacement on the playing fields.
Correspondence: Applications are invited to volunteer to sit on the independent Hants Police
Authority (a notice is posted on the Village Hail board).
Matters raised by councillors: A pane of glass has been shattered in the Hollom Down bus
sheiter and plywood or bullet proof glass would be sought (Action: Clir. Rogers).

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BARNES OF NETHER WALLOP

We are following up the history of the Barnes family, many of whom lived in Nether Wallop,
and from whom my wife is descended. We know that John Barnes, who was born in Weyhill
in 1710, moved to Nether Wallop and his children were born there between 1740 and 1780.
We know of four sons who survived: Thomas, John, Robert and Edward. The first three
stayed put but Edward moved to Owslebury. Thomas, John and Robert were all farmers.
Children in subsequent generations were farmers, carpenters, licensed victuallers as well as
agricultural labourers. So far we have identified 81 Bames born in Nether Wallop, as well as
another 8 in Over Wallop.

From census information, tithe maps and wills we have identified members of the family
living at Heathman Street Manor Farm and Buckhoit Warren Farm(as tenant farmers), Rags
Comer (as a carpenter), The Five Bells (as the landlord),as well as other locations not
identified or no longer in existence. Several of them lived in the village at the time of the
1840 tithe map but most had moved on by about 1880, with some going to Andover.

We know little about the descendants of the Barnes of Nether Wallop other than that small
part which led to my wife. We would therefore be very keen to learn from anyone in the
village whe may have any information, however apparently insignificant it may appear, that
could relate to any of the Barnes family in Nether Wallop. We can be contacted either by
phone on 01420 23374 or by e-mail david.snow(@orbit-uk.co.uk
Thank you.

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OVER WALLOP PARISH COUNCIL - EXTRACTS FROM OCTOBER MEETING

Present: Clirs. Cleife, Glover, Keightley, Macey, Taylor-Firth, and Ruth Cartwright,
Neighbourhood Watch, six members of the public and Mark Yates from the Z Company of
Army Air Cadets.

Apologies: Borough Councillor Hope.

Urgent Items: The clerk reported on the progress with Mount Carmel Rd and confirmed that
a complaint had been registered with Highways and that the clerk will follow it up.

Mark Yates then gave a brief presentation on the Army Air Cadets. They are an
organisation for children aged 12 and year 8 in school up to 18 % for both boys and girls.
They meet at Middle Wallop Camp on Monday and Wednesday evenings from 7.30p.m. —
9.30p.m. As well as the weekly meetings and lessons, the club organises weekend and
summer camps where children can learn shooting, canoeing and work towards the Duke of
Edinburgh Award Scheme. This is a club aimed at self-motivated children, which is low cost
and lots of fun. Please see the notice hoard and contact Captain Harder for further
information on joining.

Traffic Calming: There is a concern that the village suffers from high volume speeding traffic
and that traffic calming is required within the village. After much discussion, it was agreed
that the clerk would contact HCC and request that they do a site visit with the councillors to
determine what can be done. A meeting will be arranged hopefully within the next few
weeks. Some hedge trimming is also required and where properties have overhanging
branches, the councillors agreed to contact the owners to discuss this. The verges also
need trimming by Suddern Farm Cottages on Salisbury Lane, and Clir. Macey will talk to
Clive Hutchinson to see if he can do it, or if a tractor is required.

Planning: Current Plans:

06/02922/TREEN Grange Cottage Orange Lane. Reduction of 1 apple and 1 plum tree.
Support.

06/02874/FULLN Pottery Farm, Station Road. Erection of single storey dwelling and
detached double garage with sewerage treatment plant. Passed a no objection on a
majority vote.

Tree Preservation order TVBC.931 Keyhaven Cottages Pound Road made.

Playground and sports field: The goalposts have been fixed after the bar falling out from
children swinging on them. Clir. Macey is waiting for final quotes for the play park proposal.
The clerk confirmed that she has approached two other companies to quote for the street
light in line with the grant reguirements. Once they have been confirmed then we can apply
for the grant from TVBC. The clerk agreed to make a sign up for the pavilion to ask
footballers not to wear their muddy boots in the pavilion.

Parish Hall Update This is still a controversial issue. it is unclear whether the hall will be sold
to developers and a new site found or if the hall will be built on the existing ground. The
other alternative is to re-furbish the existing hall. Both parishes have agreed to have the
current site valued in its present state and as a potential developed site.

Public points from floor:

Various comments were raised about the road safety within the village and the fact that
traffic calming needs to be implemented within the village. Clir. Macey assured the public
that we are looking into it.

Following on from last month’s meeting when a CCTV camera was mentioned, a parishioner
advised that serious consideration should be given to the fact that anyone using the camera
needs to be police checked and licensed due to the child protection act and the data
protection act.

Something for Christmas! - an exciting and vibrant exhibition by Hampshire artists at the
Fairground Craft and Design Centre, Wevyhill, from 2 to 10 December. Artists in Test Valley
is a group of eighteen artists including ceramicists and potters, painters, printmakers,
jewellers and an artist working in stained glass. They all live and work in the Test Valley area
opening their doors to the public for their annual Open Studios event in June and hold
regutar group exhibitions at venues across the region. Many exhibit nationally and
internationally.

There are a number of painters in the group specialising in a range of subjects including
landscapes (many local views - Hampshire, Wiltshire, Dorset), marine, portraiture and still
life. From traditional to abstract the choice is wonderfully diverse - Ruth Baron Ezra
produces intricately styled pencil drawings inspired by the Test Valley area: Clarissa
Russell whose portraiture is particularly exciting and whose ability to capture the individual
character and personality of her sitters results in beautifully expressive images; Keith
Pattison, painter and printmaker, paints landscapes of local scenes and locations abroad in
a distinct and attractive style. He also produces drawings in charcoal ranging from elephants
and rhino to life studies of people. Geoff Townson paints seascapes, landscapes, figures
and abstracts in charcoal, oils, acrylics and anything else that inspires him! His dynamic use
of colour injects a vibrancy into all his subjects and enables the observer to see a traditional
view or subject in an exciting new way.

Other artists include Ruth Facey who designs and makes a stunning range of stylish,
original handmade contemporary jewellery. if looking for inspiration for the home and
garden, Bridget Dumper specialises in creating a range of unique sculptures using a
combination of local stone and stone imported from Zimbabwe. This exhibition is a fantastic
opportunity to do all your Christmas shopping in one fell swoop! Many of the artists produce
prints and cards of their work and are available all year round for commissions.

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MINUTES OF WALLOPS PARISH HALL COMMITTEE MEETING - Thursday, 16 October

Conditions of Hiring and Caretaker’s Duties - There had been complaints from both
users and the caretaker of the hall being left in an unsatisfactory state. The Committee
needed to look at the caretaker’s job description in conjunction with the Conditions of Hiring.
Maintenance of Hall - A new hoover had been bought. The fire inspection had taken place.
Finance - A legacy of £1,000 has been received under Mrs Doris Yarwood's will. Clirs
expressed their gratitude and agreed this money would be used for a specific purchase and
a plaque marking this generous bequest would be placed in the new hall.

Development of the Hall ~ The Chairman reminded the committee that at present the
mandate from the public was for a joint hall on the existing site. (Votes had been 325 for a
Joint hall on this site, 164 for a joint hall elsewhere and 82 for separate halls.) Thus far the
committee (with the help of Mrs Day} had been working towards gaining charitable status,
proposing that the ownership of the land (here or eisewhere) remain divided between the
villages as it is now and with the construction costs of a new or refurbished hall being met via
a charitable trust, who would own it. Should it ever be sold, the value of the hall itself could
be split 50/50 between the villages. The advantages would be the possibility of obtaining
charitable grants to start the development process, the ability to bid for a large Big Lottery
grant for major work, the flexibility to build on this site or elsewhere and trustees with the
necessary expertise to oversee the development and run a future hall. Clir. Rogers said legal
advice would be needed on whether it was possible to split the land from the hall in this way.
He also said that although he had no objection to pursuing charitable status, Nether Wallop's
experience in this area had shown that it could take time to find suitable trustees and
achieve charitable status. Clir. Edwards felt that a Board of Trustees could not necessarily
be relied on to reflect the interests of the villages and, should the hall be sold in the future,
the equity could be lost to the villages because it couid only be used for other charitable
purposes. However, other councillors felt there were ways round this problem.

The Chairman then turned to the suggestion, made at the last meeting, to put the project in
the hands of a developer and asked how this would work. Clir. Edwards explained that a
scheme existed under District Council Planning Agreement Section 106 whereby a
developer taking a plot for development undertakes to build something of benefit to the
community. In this case the package would include finding a site and building a new hall.
The developer would be responsible for project management, but the Parishes could design
the hall and have some control over what was built on the old site. If alt went through as
planned there might even be cash left over to fit out the hall. He said that the value of the
existing site would determine whether or not this was a viable option. Councillors felt the
advantages would be that we would not have to make a case for funding and there would be
less management invoived. The disadvantages were that the existing site would have to be
sold, which is contrary to the current mandate. There would be a loss of control to the
developer, although Clir. Edwards said that safeguards couid be built in. The Chairman
stressed the importance of an over-reaching agreement in such cases. Other disadvantages
were the lack of a dedicated body of trustees with the necessary expertise to oversee the
development process and run the new hall and that the choice of a new site would be in the
hands of the developer, though Clir Edwards felt that it could be easier for a developer to
deal with landowners. Councillors felt that, in any event, a first step was to have the existing
site valued, which would cost in the region of £500. After some discussion it was
unanimously agreed that the cost should be bome 1/3 Nether Waliop, 2/3 Over Wallop
rather than 50/50.

The Chairman asked how a decision on the final course of action should be reached - at a
public meeting, a public meeting with a secret ballot or by an official referendum? This last
could be achieved relatively cheaply by linking it to the local elections in May. Clir. Young
said it was essential to gather all relevant information on the various courses of action, with
formal bids and detailed costings and these should be made available at public meeting
before the vote. Clirs. voted unanimously for an official referendum in May, the result of
which would be binding.
