Nether Wallop and Over Wallop Parish
Councils would like to thank all those who
have given generous donations to the Hall
refurbishment project. To date, we have
received £9,100.00 towards our target of
£15,000, all raised from public and
community fund raising.  Although the
amount of each donation will remain
confidential, we intend to have a plaque in
the refurbished hall listing the names of alll
the kind donors who had helped to make
the project possible. At this stage,
establishing charitable status for the
Parish Hall is not possible, so fund raising
will have to be done without the benefit of
GiftAid.

We are expecting to hear back from the
various funding bodies we have applied to
for grants. The two parish councils have
pledged £6,250.00 which will be matched
by £18,750.00 by Test Valley Borough
Council. In the meanwhile, community
fund raising continues to play a very
important part of our initiative to raise
sufficient  money to begin  our
refurbishment.

There are several community fund raising
events planned for the summer.

Our architect, David Relph, analysed the
submitted tenders and met the Hall
Management Committee to advise on his
analysis. At this stage, we are unable to
disclose the choice of tender as we are
under negotiations over costs and
adjustments to the specifications. We will
be able to reveal details of our chosen
contractor when we are given permission
to do so by the Big Lottery Fund.

We continue to need your help and
generosity to complete this exciting
project.

Neighbourhood Watch: Clir.  Young
reported that there has been some criminal
damage to the play area in Over Wallop and
on the warm evenings there is usually an
increase in rowdy behaviour. A specific
scheme for occupying young people in the
village could be a future initiative for the
council. A grass harrow was stolen from a
farmyard in Five Bells Lane.

Finance: ClIr. Atkins asked ClIr. Roach to
report regarding the purchase of two
marquees for the Village Green. ClIr. Roach
replied to say that members of the Village
Green committee had sourced these and
researched the best deal which was from
Gala Tents. The expenditure of £1,695.23
was proposed by Clir. Whitaker and
seconded by ClIr. Young with all in favour.
VAT will be re-claimed and in any hiring out
this would be reflected in the charge.

Highways: Clir. Hind reported that she had
been in touch with Hants Highways. The
Dene will require a road closure to repair the
carriageway. This and other patches have
been marked. It will take several weeks to
arrange; therefore the potholes will be filled
on a temporary basis to keep the road safe.
The potholes in Church Hill between Berry
Court Farm and the B3084 will be filled next

11

week. The pothole outside Tall Pines has
been marked, as have others going north
through the village towards the A343, and
work should be completed within the next
four weeks. A hedge in Knockwood Lane is
overgrown and will soon cause an
obstruction to traffic. The landowner will be
asked to prune this (Action: Parish Clerk).
A resident living opposite the school has
asked the council for help after several
unsuccessful attempts to solve a traffic
problem involving the school, the coach
company and the Highways Dept at TVBC.
A possible solution is to extend the zig-zag
lines outside the school. Cllr. Hind will
approach the new Headteacher in
September, also Highways and the coach
company (Action: Cllr. Hind). The drain
outside Sunshine Cottages is silted up and
this should also be marked.

Playing Fields: ClIr. Richardson reported
that the payment of bookings after football
teams have played would be changed to
payment on a weekly basis together with the
return of the pavilion key. The charge will
rise to £18 for the booking of ten games or
£18 + VAT for a single booking. This was
proposed by ClIr. Richardson and seconded
by ClIr. Souter with all in agreement. Cllr.
Richardson was thanked as retainer of the
key. The tennis court charge was discussed
and it was agreed that this remain at the
same rate.

Correspondence: Affordable Housing -
seven sites have been identified by CAH
and the Chairman will speak to surveyor Mr.
Lancaster to ask advice on how to proceed.
Sites as follows: 1) extension of Aylwards Way,
2) on the corner of Aylwards Way, 3) field top of
Ducks Lane, 4) next to Winton Nursing Home, 5)
field opposite the Village Green, 6) between
Walkers Rise and Knockwood Lane below the
school and 7) in Knockwood Lane itself.

Date of next meeting: There will be no August
meeting. The next monthly meeting will be
held on Mon 14 September 2009 at 7.30 p.m.

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Pierre Minault (1887-1914)

Anthony Whitaker continues to research the lives of men from the Wallops who

sacrificed all during WWI. Pi er r e

Mi nault’s story

assistance from his grandchildren in America

Pierre Paul Antoine Minault was born on
19" November 1887 in the Gard region of
southern France, the only son of Paul
Minault, a Protestant minister and
missionary, and his wife Bertha. Paul was
murdered in 1897, possibly by
Madagascan natives during an uprising
against French rule. His widow died about
a year later and Pierre and his three
sisters were brought up by their maternal
grandparents.

In 1899, Pierre moved to Paris and lived
with his Minault grandfather while studying
at the Ecole Alsacienne, a Protestant
school. Having passed his Baccalaureate
in 1906 he headed for England to improve
his English and learn about commerce.
He decided to open a chain of sweet
shops and hit upon the idea of making the
fberlingotso i n t he shop
opened his first shop in Antwerp, another
in London and, later, in Paris and
Marseilles.

While paying a visit to London at
Christmas in 1907 (possibly with a view to
studying agriculture so that he could
emigrate to Canada or Australia) he met
and, fairly rapidly thereafter, married Dora
Smith, early in 1908. While doing his
Military Service in the French Colonial
I nfantry Regi ment [
first son, Paul, was born in 1909.

Once his two years service militaire was
complete (the brutality of which had upset
Dora in particular), the family returned to
England. Pierre entered into a five year
Tenancy Agreement with the Earl of
Portsmouth in June 1912 and became the
tenant of O6Martinds
situate in the Parish of Over Wallop in the
County of
now part of the Porton Down land and is
mar ked ass QWap tan nthe
Ordnance Survey map of the area. With
the help of his father-in-law, William Smith,
Pierre established what seems to have

been a successful business, raising
partridges for the local land owners. He
was clearly a very enterprising young man.
A second son, Sylvain, was born in 1912
while Pierre and Dora were living at
Martinbds Far m.

When war was declared in August 1914,
Pierre (who had never really enjoyed the
military life) hoped to be exempted from
the call up because he was a farmer but
the French Consul in Southampton
advised him that he must rejoin the French
Army, which he did, as a Sergeant.

Pierre recorded his experiences of the war
in a diary which starts on 22" September
and concludes with his death on 18"
November 1914. It is an intensely moving
document and paints a depressing picture

w i of ldecinvthe French Army during the first

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few months of the war. In just three
months, his ill-equipped and ill-fed
Regiment was marched hither and thither
around the Somme, living off the land and
sleeping rough - without blankets or any
form of bedding - under the command of
ineffective officers who kept themselves
well away from the firing line. Pierre
caught dysentery and, while suffering from
bouts of diarrhoea, was accused of
dereliction of duty and demoted. Being a

later. He is buried in the churchyard at
Hénu, near Arras.
