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Letter from Revd Vanessa Cole 
 
 
The Christmas story became our story three 
years ago, when early Sunday morning on 
the 24th December, the pregnancy test 
proved positive. 
 
With time only to share the news with Dave, 
I made my way to church for the 8am 
Communion during which I preached on the 
Magnificat - the song Mary sang when she 
was newly pregnant with the Christchild. My 
heart too leaped with joy at the secret 
blessing that was within me. 
 
Now I donôt for one moment consider myself 
to be another BVM (Blessed Virgin Mary) - 
although uncannily both girls were born on 
feasts of the BVM - and I certainly donôt 
consider either of the girls to be the 2nd 
coming. But that Christmas Eve I was drawn 
into the hope and expectancy of Christmas 
in a new way. 
 
Despite feeling terribly tired, as is the 
territory in those early months, I felt a joy 
and excitement about Christmas that I 
hadnôt felt since being a child. The 
jadedness, the busy-ness, the sadness of 
the commerciality that Christmas has 
become, faded away into the simplicity of 
the joy of a new born child. 
 
Of course the new born child whose 
birthday we celebrate at Christmas, wasnôt 
such a simple one. The hope we have when 

we gaze upon the infant Christ, is different 
from the way we gaze in awe at the 
perfection of a babe whose life has only just 
begun.  
 
Because the Christchild, was indeed the 
Christ, the one who had been present at 
Creation, ósaying let us make humanity in 
our own imageô, the one who flung stars into 
space, rather than placing them on the top 
of a Christmas tree. 
 
And because the Christ child grew up, to 
take on such enormous responsibilities, 
fulfilling his purpose and the Old Testament 
prophecies, as he brought healing and 
hope, and finally gave his life in order to 
reconcile the broken world that he was born 
into, to the perfect world he had created; 
and through his resurrection, creating a 
passageway for each of us to eternal, joy 
filled, hope filled life. Life in all its fullness. 
 
So as we sing along to the carols this 
Christmas, what song will our hearts be 
singing? Can our jaded ógrown-upô 
expectations of the Christmas season be 
restored to the wide eyed hope and 
expectations that children delight in?

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The Memoirs of Percy Maggs by Judy Maynard 
 

The following is the first installment of an extract from the personal memoirs of Percy 
Maggs, late of Gerrardôs Farm, Nether Wallop. Originally written in 1951, it forms part of a 

research project by Judy Maynard for her forthcoming book óBehind The Scenes in 
Nether Wallopô, to raise funds for the new Nether Wallop Village Hall.  

A second installment follows next month.

I was born at Gerrardôs Farm, Lower 
Wallop, today I believe designated Nether 
Wallop, in the year 1876.  There were no 
maternity homes or parish nurses available 
in those days but I have reason to believe 
that my advent was assisted by a doctor 
who arrived on horseback, an aunt who 
happened to be paying a convenient visit to 
my parents at the time, and a native of the 
village, an elderly dame by the name of 
Annie Bath.  Old Annie, as we affectionately 
and familiarly addressed her, frequently 
appeared to become a member of the family 
and, as she was reputed to have fed and 
clothed a family of six on an income of eight 
shillings a week, she was doubtless an 
efficient and economical nurse. 
 
The village was of moderate size and the 
cottages and other buildings were clustered 
either side of a river and connected by two 
bridges, one at either end of the village.  
This river emerged from a park alongside 
the road, opposite the farmhouse occupied 
by my parents.  It was an asset ï though 
possibly a menace occasionally, when it 
flooded and submerged the road ï as it 
flowed past the farmyard, and was 
convenient for watering the cattle and 
horses and as a source of supply to water 
troughs on the farm.  It was conveyed to 
these by means of a water barrel which 
consisted of a large water butt mounted on 
two wheels and drawn by a horse which 
took it into the water, when a man standing 
on boards on either side of the barrel filled it 
with the aid of a dipper, a crude sort of affair 
consisting of a small wooden bucket fixed to 
the end of a pole (see frontispiece of 
Dorothy Beresfordôs book Nether Wallop 
In Hampshire, on sale in St Andrewôs 
church). The process was slow and 
arduous, but bustle and hurry were not 
indulged in at Lower Wallop in those days. 

The river, too, had its industrial uses.  At the 
lower end of the village was the mill.  
Worked economically by its owner, the 
water wheel was seldom at rest and the 
miller's cart was frequently at the farm 
delivering barley meal and other fodder for 
the pigs and other animals.  As children we 
always associated the driver with flour.  His 
hat was white, his clothes and boots were 
white, as were his face and hands. After the 
harvest, women used to take corn gleaned 
from the fields ï leasings (sic), they called it 
ï which they bartered in exchange for flour. 
I often wonder what has happened to the 
Mill.  I doubt whether I may picture the 
wheel turning midst its cascade of water, or 
the rumble and vibration of the mill stones 
as they laboriously revolve hour after hour, 
or the mill pond with its clear calm water in 
which we used to fish.  The wheel will be 
resting silently in its rusty frame, the mill 
stones will have been removed and the 
building stripped of its gear and other 
contents and the mill pond will be stagnant 
and overgrown with weeds.  There will be 
no one standing at the open half hatch of 
the door, engaging in leisurely 
conversation.  The building may be 
neglected and in ruins.  Possibly, though, 
someone with artistic and eccentric 
propensity may have conceived the idea of 
converting it into a dwelling. 
 
A small tributary on the other side of the 
bridge joined the river after running a short 
distance (from The Splash) by the side of 
the road (The Causeway).  It was always 
referred to as The Brook. The water was 
clear and the bed was of gravel and we 
used to find amusement by fishing for 
minnows, which abounded in it, with a net.  I 
remember another small type of fish which 
was to be found on the bed of the stream,  
rather an ugly and repulsive-looking 
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creature with its triangular shaped head, 
large mouth and tapering body, known to us 
as a trouthead (officially known as a 
Millerôs thumb or a Bullhead). In one 
place where the water was deeper, probably 
due to inflow drained from the further side of 
the road, the bank had been converted into 
a miniature jetty where women from the 
village washed their linen, and not 
infrequently one might be seen cleansing 
repulsive looking tubular matter, which I 
understand formed some part of the 
intestine of the pig.  These were cleaned by 
ejecting more repulsive-looking matter by 
the aid of a stick and eventually, plaited 
together and fried in fat, were eaten under 
the name of chidlans (sic) (chitterlings). 
 
The village had its industries too.  There 
was the carpenter and builder who occupied 
a yard and workshop of considerable size.  
The business was controlled, I remember, 
by two brothers named Mouland, who were 
each skilled craftsmen and deft in the 
making of anything in the way of fittings 
used in house construction, such as doors, 
window frames etc.  In the yard was a saw 
pit and when in operation this was a great 
attraction to us, and we found it fascinating 
to watch the process of converting tree 
trunks into planks.  This was accomplished 
by two men, one standing on the tree trunk 
laid along the top of the pit and the other 
below, and between them they manipulated 
a large saw, leisurely and without effort, it 
appeared. The men who did this work were 
clever craftsmen.  As far as I recollect, they 
employed no gauges or guides of any kind.  
The saw blade appeared to travel evenly 
from one end of the tree trunk to the other 
and produce a plank of the correct thickness 
throughout the whole of its length. 
 
A little beyond the buildersô yard, standing 
back on the opposite side of the road was 
the draperôs shop and the Inn.  I doubt 
whether I should have remembered the 
name of the Inn did I not still visualise the 
signboard which was suspended before it 
and on which were painted on a blue 
background, five bells, one at each corner 
and a fifth in the centre.  I can also visualise 
inscribed over the window of the adjoining 
shop, HENNEN. DRAPER (latterly Halfway 
Stores).  Mr Hennen was a short elderly 
man, with heavy moustache and side 
whiskers, and he always wore a velvet 
smoking cap with a long tassel dangling 
from the centre on his bald head.  The stock 

was not confined to drapery and included a 
varied collection of stationery and fancy 
goods, and I rather think it was the local 
Post Office, although postal business 
beyond the sale of stamps was beyond my 
comprehension in those days.  I do recollect 
that the opening door rang a bell.  Upon the 
approach of St Valentineôs Day, the window 
was decorated with a display of valentines 
and these much attracted us.  They took the 
form of crude, fantastic, comic figures 
printed on long strips of paper and having 
heads very much out of proportion to their 
bodies.  I also remember French the grocer, 
whose shop (now Mallows in the High 
Street) was nearby.  Our groceries were 
delivered each week from Winchester and 
were partly bartered for with butter and eggs 
from the farm, but occasionally we were 
sent to the village grocer for a 
supplementary supply of paraffin for the 
lamps, a commodity which was in constant 
demand as we had no other means of 
illumination other than tallow candles. 
 
The blacksmithôs forge was situated near 
the Village Green (sic) (actually only a 
small triangle of grass in what was later 
named The Square, to complement the 
grandly-named Town Hall, now the 
Village Hall), and the smith, named 
Holloway, was worthy of typical village 
tradition.  He was fond of children and 
invariably some could be found at the door 
of the forge.  The horses being shod 
fascinated us and we never tired of 
watching the sparks fly as the red hot iron 
was hammered on the anvil.  I remember he 
made my two small brothers and myself 
each a hoop.  These were made in three 
sizes to suit our stature and we watched 
them being manufactured, together with a 
hook for each, to enable us to trundle them 
along the road. The village, of course, had a 
cobbler (Mr Rutter, whose shop was a 
shed next door to Ashton Cottage on the 
edge of the present village green). This 
man, too, was a clever craftsman. I 
remember him coming to our house one 
evening to measure each of us for a pair of 
boots.  He brought with him three long strips 
of brown paper and recorded each 
measurement by tearing a short slit along 
the edge of the strip.  These were the only 
details he took and he made no pencil 
notes.  I very much doubt his ability to write.  
If we went to him for boot laces, he used to 
cut thin strips from a hide with a sharp knife.

Planning:    
a)   09/02052 Full N, erection of extensions 
to provide two bedrooms and covered area 
beneath extended kitchen and dining area 
and erection of front porch (amended                          
scheme), Orchard View, Heathman Street, 
no objection. 
(b) 09/02065 Full N, erection of single 
detached garage, Orchard View, Heathman 
Street, the council lodged an objection on 
the grounds that this was in filling and it 
would overcrowd the road. 
(c) 09/02008 Full N, erection of single storey 
extension to provide extended 
kitchen/dining area to north east elevation, 
March House, Five Bells Lane, no objection. 
(d) 009/02247 TreeN, fell 2 conifers, 
Hylands, Trout Lane, no comment. 
(e) 009/02255 TreeN, fell Maple and 
Prunus, Field House, Trout Lane, no 
comment. 
(f) 09/02003 FullN erection of extensions to 
provide conservatory to north east elevation 
and two bedrooms and dining area on site 
existing conservatory/pergola, Turnpike 
Cottage, Salisbury Hill, support as there is 
no off street parking at the moment. 
(g) Cllr. Whitaker reported that a recent 
application, which the council had 
previously supported, has received 
permission! 
 
Neighbourhood Watch:  Cllr. Young 
reported that a mini digger had been taken 
from the container at the Wallops Parish 
Hall.  The Test Valley rural mobile police 
office would not visit Nether Wallop during 
the next two months.  Items continue to be 
stolen from cars parked at Danebury Ring.   
 
Finance:  Cllr. Atkins reported receipt of the 
HCC grant for the playing fields. 
 
Highways:  Cllr. Hind reported that she has 
spoken to TVBC over the problem of 
speeding traffic through Farley Street and 
Heathman Street and a speed test would be 
set up.  There was concern from a resident 
in School Lane about coaches making a 

wide sweep to get out of the school car park 
and inadvertently mounting the verge.  Cllr. 
Hind has contacted the school Head and a 
travel plan would be put together by 
Christmas with funding by March and 
completion in September.  Some of the 
hedging at the exit of the car park would be 
taken down. 
 
Playing Fields: Cllr. Richardson reported 
that over the half term week loads of 
children used the play equipment.  
Unfortunately there is still a lot of dog 
fouling and the black bin near the pavilion 
has been used for dog excrement.  The 
correct dog bin may be moved to a more 
obvious place (Action: Cllr. Richardson). 
  
Wallops Parish Hall:  Cllr. Souter reported 
that work has started and should be 
completed in May.  There is a shortfall of 
£10,000 in the community fundraising. 
 
Correspondence:  The Chairman reported 
that the Passenger Transport Forum say 
that buses are a problem with usually only 
around one person travelling on a bus at a 
time. Transport in the countryside is 
generally difficult. A copy of a fact sheet 
was distributed to all present detailing 
frequently asked questions and answers.

The Chairman further reported that he had 
attended the MoD meeting at Winterbourne 
Gunner on rights of way at Porton Down, 
most of which have been closed since 
1922!  However, a map is being put 
together detailing them through the normal 
planning consultation process. If at any 
future point the MoD no longer needs the 
land then the rights of way will revert back. 
 
Points from the floor:  Mr. Cullen offered 
to be on hand to help with the erecting of 
the new football nets.  Mr. Walker remarked 
that the hall clock was wrong!
