Letter from the Team Rector

“At last...someone to do the job...”

On July 22" the Reverend Vanessa Cole
will be licensed as Parish Priest in the
Wallops and Team Vicar in the Portway and
Danebury Team. It's as good a time as any
to reflect on the job of ministry.

“Over to you, Vicar...”

The ministry of the Church has long been
seen as what the vicar does — sermon and
sacraments, visiting, evangelism, ministry to
young/old/singles/families and so on; all
these have been deemed the minister's
responsibility. Yet in most churches today it
is recognised that no one person can
possibly do it all; so a small (and often
exhausted!) group play a part. | wonder
however whether the part played is based
on the same underlying model of church - it
is really the vicar's job, but we’re helping
because there aren’t enough vicars these
days.

It has been argued that the imagery of the
shepherd/pastor suggests such a model;
the shepherd knows each of the flock by
name, feeds them, seeks the lost, leads
them beside still waters...it can be a very
attractive picture, both for the minister and
for the congregation.

The Ch..ch in the Wallops (what’s
missing?)

Yet if we look at Jesus “the Good Shepherd”
and his way of working, we quickly find that
even the Son of God did not embark on
ministry alone - right from the start he
called others to be with him, and made it
clear that they were not there merely to be
an audience... “Follow and | will make you
fishers of men.”

His followers learned from him by watching,
listening and asking questions and they had
a full share in his ministry — teaching,
serving, healing, praying, casting out
demons, raising the dead, and even
forgiving sins. There was only one work that
Jesus alone could do - that was to die on
the cross and to rise again for us so that we
could be restored to new life; every other
area of ministry he shared. Jesus described
himself as “the Good Shepherd”, but that

did not mean that he did everything himself:
his followers were not to be a passive flock.

Teamwork

Far more common in the New Testament
than the imagery of shepherding is the
language of teamwork and mutual support
(“one another-ing”): “build one another up”,
“instruct one another”, “serve one another in
love”, “spur one another on towards love
and good deeds”, “and pray for one
another”. This concept gives us a much
broader view of the responsibilities of the
people of God. It indicates that the ministry
of the Church is not the province of one
person or one class of people (the priests),
it is the work of the whole people of God —
each (as St Paul reminds us) individually
gifted, each (as St Peter reminds us) part of
a royal priesthood, a holy nation — though
not for our own sake, but for the sake of the
whole world.

So as we welcome Vanessa, let us
recognise that ministry is not the preserve of
the parish priest but the work of the whole
Christian Community. The scary thing is that
if we fail to grasp this as Christians, we shall
remain a congregation in which some are
over-worked and the ministry of the church
is stunted. The stunning thing is that if we
do embrace this New Testament
understanding of ministry, we shall already
have all that is needed for the church to
grow and to flourish at the heart of our
communities.

Nether Wallop Parish Council
Extract of 11" May 2009 Annual Meeting

Attendance: ClIrs. Atkins, Richardson,
Roach, Souter and Whitaker and HCC
Cllr. Woodhall, TVBC Cllr. Boulton,
Footpaths Officer Geoff Williams and 13
parishioners. A special welcome was
given to Andrew Gibson, prospective HCC
candidate.

Apologies: Clirs. Hind and Young and
Sgt. Glen Curtis.

Minutes of the last Annual Parish
Meeting: No outstanding points.

Report (Hants County Council): HCC
Clir. Woodhall, Chairman of the Hants
County Council, retires at the June local
election, having represented the people of
Hampshire and been involved in a variety
of events including a Land Army reception
of 1,000 in Winchester Cathedral. Mrs.
Gumn had been present and worked as a
dairy maid during the war. He has been
able to give a grant of £400 to St.
Andrew’s Church and a further £300
towards equipment for the playing field
playground area. He commented that
HCC has the highest percentage of
Quality Parish Councils. It has been a
good year, and despite the economic
downturn some businesses are doing ok.
From the HCC budget of £1.6bn, £14m
was spent on Andover schools, including a
completely new school being built in
Abbotts Ann, and there is a good
improvement in Winton School. HCC Cllr.
Woodhall was saddened by the death of
Mrs. Jackie Walker, she will be much
missed in the parish. Longparish has a
magnificent hall and Clir. Woodhall would
love to see a good facility here rather than
the present halll 30% of thatched roofs
are in the Test Valley and people should
be on their guard despite the excellent
team in the Fire Service. There are now
some advanced techniques in our force
which involve sniffer dogs and which were
used recently in the Warwickshire incident.
Cllr. Woodhall is delighted to see the
police presence in Stockbridge which now
has a police car parked outside the
station, not only as a deterrent to speeding
cars but also available in case of
emergency. He has been involved in the
planning of the London Olympics and

commented that Aldershot would host the
sailing whilst training for the shooting is at
Longparish. Finally he reported that
according to ‘Country Life’ Hampshire is
the second best county in which to live!
Report (Test Valley Borough Council):
TVBC ClIr. Boulton reported that council
tax has gone up by 4.6% which is about
£5 a year extra. The economic downturn
has caused a lot of problems with interest
rates also down. TVBC has £60m
invested and a shortfall of £1.8m, resulting
in a re-structuring of the whole team with
the loss of five Heads of Service.
Shedding 40 jobs has resulted in a 10%
cut in staff which should lead to a more
efficient TVBC. The Planning Core
Strategy has passed the consultation
stage but the Inspectorate noted some
deficiencies, pronouncing it ‘unsound’.
The next step will require consultation with
each Parish Council and subsequently
each community, to determine the extent
of development in each Vvillage.
‘Megashed’ has achieved final approval at
a recent planning meeting but with
stringent conditions imposed on the lorry
routing and management.

Wallop Primary School: The Chairman
described staffing deployment. The Rose
Review has set out initial proposals for a
revised primary curriculum, to be
introduced in 2011, and the school is
already trialling a variety of different
teaching approaches but Literacy,
Numeracy and ICT remain the ‘bedrock’ of
primary learning. A monthly audit of
Health & Safety issues has begun and the
Head recently met with the rural policing
sergeant who is keen to improve links with
schools. Various performances and
events were successfully held.

The Chairman’s address is contained
within the Annual Report.

Neighbourhood Watch: A dwelling in
Nether Wallop had been entered but
nothing taken. In Houghton, items had
been stolen from a fishing hut. In Salisbury
Lane, Over Wallop, items were taken from
a garage and in Bent Street, Nether
Wallop staddle stones were stolen from a
front garden. Items were stolen from a
barn in West Tytherley and, from a front
garden in Jack’s Bush, plants were stolen.
In Stockbridge a garage and vehicle have
been broken into signalling a slight
increase in break-ins. Sgt. Curtis to be
asked about this at next month’s meeting.

Finance: ClIr. Atkins reported on the
unaudited accounts for the year to 31
March. The Annual Return summarised
these figures and which would be signed
with all in agreement. Mr Shoesmith’s
assistance with the NWPC finances was
acknowledged.

Highways: CliIr. Atkins to follow up the
pothole repair at Knockwood Lane and
roadside erosion on The Dene.

Playing Fields: ClIr. Richardson reported
that despite the coldest winter for 18 years
people had continued to play tennis! The
new net to be put up by Mrs. Souter. The
pavilion hosted two parties during the
year. Two football teams now play, one of
which plays there three times a week. Mr.
Pasque has mown the grass for 20 years;
Mr. Cullen strims and has repainted the
play equipment. Cllr. Richardson marks
the pitches.

New Village Hall Trust: Mr. Rogers
(Chairman of the Trust) reported that
woodwork on the hall front has been
painted. Two Buddleias have been cut in
the garden. A planning application for the

felling of two trees at the back has been
made. Due to Wallops Parish Hall
obtaining a grant it was decided to delay
the Nether Wallop Village Hall project and
so avert competitive fundraising. Instead it
will be temporarily patched up. He was
very sorry to lose Mrs. Walker from the
committee; Mrs. Mongor will succeed her.

Village Green: ClIr. Roach reported a
busy weekend on the Green with a
Saturday night party and a successful
Sunday May Fair which generated £1,000
towards the purchase of a marquee.

Correspondence: A letter was received
from the Headteacher of Test Valley
School, Stockbridge who retires at term-
end. She thanked NWPC for past support.

Points from the floor: Wallop Primary
School — Mrs. Lovell informed the meeting
that the Headteacher at Wallop Primary
School is also leaving at the end of July,
and said he had done a fantastic job.
High Street — Mr. Draper drew the
council’s attention to a development taking
place in the High Street where builders'
vehicles had damaged roadside banks.
Parish magazine — Mr. Rogers welcomed
Mr. Draper as the new Editor of the parish
magazine adding that Mrs. Maynard had
edited the magazine for 25 years. Tennis
net — Mrs. Souter commented that the old
tennis net could be mended. ClIr. Roach
suggested a sail-maker. Lorries — Mrs.
Gumn wondered what implications the
Megashed would have on lorries travelling
by SatNav. TVBC ClIr. Boulton answered
that he would circulate replies to this and
all such questions from the Planning
Officer. Affordable Housing - Mrs. Lovell
requested more information from HARAH
on the proposed affordable housing
scheme. The Chairman would get a
response for the next meeting

Web Site Costs, H.F.P.A. Subscription,
Southern Electric Street Lighting Energy,
T.V.B.C., Dog Bin Emptying, T.V.B.C. Play
Ground Inspection, R.N. Waterman Wages,
Wallop Youth FC Float for Grant Purchases,

Came and Co Parish Council Insurance. A
major problem has hit the Pavilion electrics
due to wiring in the roof space damaged by
rodents. A recent inspection by Wilshire and
Willey has rendered parts unsafe and these
have been disconnected. Recommended re-
wiring with rodent-proof conduit. Clerk has
organised for a vermin control contractor to
regularly service the pavilion.

Hyde Housing: has been looking at the
Sewage Plant for Evans Close and
problems with capacity. They will visit during
the Summer to present their proposals.
Leisure Committee: Ross Jones from
TVBC is to meet with the various groups to
confirm the Summer Activities.

Football: Clir Cairns reported that the
Football is going well but will break for the
Summer. A Fun Day was planned for 20™
June on the Playing Field with Barbeque and
presentation at the White Hart. Hopefully, an
additional Football Team next season. The
Line Marker to be overhauled and cleaned;
white line paint needs to be purchased.
Cricket: The Cricket Team is now using the
Playing Field. No complaints on grass
cutting but a problem with litter.

Report from the Footpath Officers:
Palestine — Clir Cochrane reported that all



footpaths in Palestine are clear and
walkable. The Peach, Olive and Orange
Grove issue has been dealt with by Clir T
Burden, Hampshire County Council to carry
out the work in stages. Residents’ feelings
are mixed on the issue of reinstating these
BOATS to their original width. Over Wallop -
ClIr Cairns reported a problem with sheep on
one footpath but this has been resolved. Clir
Cairns wrote to Wallop Defence Systems to
thank them for installing the new gate.

Points from the floor: Mr Miller spoke
about the survey/petition carried out by the
Village Traffic Calming Group and asked
how they can link up with the Parish Council
to refine proposals to put forward to Test
Valley Borough Council. Clir Taylor Firth

Wallops Women'’s Institute

Wallops W.I. Branch is about to celebrate its
90" anniversary and will be marking it with
an Anniversary Tea Party at “Araucana’,
Bent Street, on Wednesday 12" August. The
Party starts at 2.30pm. All members within
the Danebury group are invited.

As a consequence there will be no formal
W.I. meeting during August.

A television documentary that followed the
May meeting underlined nationwide concern
and consequences over the demise of the
honey bee. Wallops W.. agreed
unanimously to support a resolution put to
the National Annual Meeting urging the
government to increase funding for research
into bee health. Already new money is
coming from D.E.F.R.A. to fund the
implementation of the Bee Health Strategy
which will give the National Bee Unit an
extra £2.3m by 2010/11 but the British
Beekeeping Association believes this to be
not enough and is calling for an £8m
research programme to run over the next
five years as an urgent case. President Pam
Quick emphasised that a third of our diet is
directly dependent on honey bees — not just
for their honey, but by pollinating plants and
crops. In pollinating 90% of wild plants
honey bees help to generate seeds and
fruits on which wild birds and animals
depend.

Members immediately fell in love with the
little visitor to their June meeting. She was
only 12 weeks old, black with a thick curly
coat, quiet, biddable and sociable. She was
Trudy, a cockerpoo (parents being a cocker
spaniel and a small poodle) who, Sarah —
her carer - explained, is destined to become
the companion of a deaf person when fully

trained by the Hearing Dogs for Deaf people
charity.

Speaking on behalf of the charity, Mrs
Jeanette Collett reported that two babies are
born in this country totally deaf and one in
seven has serious hearing loss. The charity,
set up in 1952, is now a victim of its own
success as they have a shortage of suitable
dogs for training. This has arisen because
SO0 many new dog owners go to rescue
centres and choose the type of dog which is
often the breed that the charity is looking for.
Consequently the charity is now breeding
litters of their own and dogs like Trudy are
being brought up to about 10 months old by
carers like Sarah. They are then fully trained
at centres in Buckinghamshire and
Yorkshire. They are trained by reward which
is gradually lessened for fear of obesity in
the future. Not only does the charity train
and supply the dogs but, where there is
need, also meet food and veterinary bills.

Birthday posies were presented, by the
President, to Jill Gutteridge, Sarah Day and
Sarah Astell. The Wallops WI has also
agreed to donate £150 to the fund for
refurbishing the Wallops Parish Hall.

Outings to Wilton House costume
department and a lavender farm at Landford
have recently been arranged whilst the next
meeting at St Peter’'s Church Hall on July 8"
is open to visitors when Ros Liddington
(from Wilton House) will talk on costumes
through the ages.
