“Stay Under 30” Campaign 

 
Mary Cairns, Chris Gregory, Chris Hammond, Jane Jones, Steve Lewis, Tim Miller,  

Colin Moss, David Notley and Marion Short form the Over Wallop Traffic Group. They 
extend their thanks to everyone who supported the recent “Stay Under 30” Campaign. 

 
The 'Stay under 30' campaign took place 
during the week 5th -11th October. It involved 
displaying posters along the main roads in 
the village during the week. We also put a 
flyer on each car at Grateley station 
requesting commuters to watch their speed 
when driving through Over Wallop, had local 
press coverage and spot police checks. We 
hope that even if a few drivers reduced their 
speed, it had an effect on driving habits and 
made our village a little safer.  
 

So who are we? Well, following a number of 
incidents on the roads in the village and 
concern about the ever increasing speed 
and volume of traffic passing through the 
lanes, a number of residents decided to get 
together to start exploring how we can make 
the village a safer and more pleasant place 
to live. The forming of a Traffic Group was a 
result of an open meeting held in November 
2008 where the issues and potential 
solutions were debated and the high level of 
public concern was made apparent. It was 
agreed at the meeting that a Steering Group 
should be formed, made up of 
representatives from all parts of the village 
to campaign on residents‟ behalf.  
 
 

Our concerns are straightforward, believing 
that we should be able to walk, cycle, ride 
and congregate without fear of being hit by 
speeding cars, buses and lorries. 
 
Our long term aim is to introduce soft 
landscaped traffic calming (no bumps, curbs 
and concrete!) using trees, planting and 
natural materials. We are also working on 
ideas such as the 'Community Speed 
Watch' scheme (where the Police train 
residents to carry out speed-gun checks), 
applying to join the 'Village 30' scheme 
(which would enable the A343 through the 
village to be a 30mph zone) and the 
declassification of the B3084 to a C Road 
(this should divert a lot of the through traffic 
from the village, eg those following signage 
and 'Sat Navs').

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Nether Wallop Arts Festival – 25 Years Ago 
 

Concluding the recollections of those who witnessed and participated in the  
1st Nether Wallop Arts Festival, held over the weekend 29/30 September 1984. 

 
Sunday, 30th September 1984 opened with 
a sizeable crowd gathered outside the “Five 
Bells” to hear actors Sir Michael Hordern 
and Jenny Agutter narrate Wallop‟s history. 
It was loosely based on the belief that Lady 
Godiva had been born at Fifhead Manor (!)  
 
The procession, led by the Majorettes, 
made its way down the High Street as 
Hordern continued to relate the village 
history whilst others re-enacted events with 
suitable actions. Romans, it was claimed, 
introduced rabbits to Wallop – enter two 
little girls clutching live rabbits. The Black 
Death apparently struck down many Wallop 
villagers – enter the Town Crier, who 
strongly resembled village undertaker Fred 
Mouland, with a cry of “Bring Out Your 
Dead”. And so the history lesson unfolded 
as the procession continued down to the 
village square where the crowd watched a 
re-enactment of cricketer W.G.Grace, using 
a locally-crafted bat, refusing to be given out 
by the umpire – hence the term “to wallop 
the ball”. There was a reference to the 
intense rivalry between Wallop Superior 
(Over Wallop) and Wallop Inferior (Nether 
Wallop) and the fact that a Mr Darnell had 
built Nether Wallop Village Hall next to the 
Vicarage just to annoy the Vicar! 
 
When the pageant finally reached St 
Andrew‟s Church it was revealed that Dr 
Francis Douce was buried in the pyramidal 
tomb, upright, in his chair. It was said that in 
his will he left the interest of £1,000 to be 
used to teach local children to read and 
write provided that his tomb and its 
surrounding railings were kept in good 
order. 200 years later, in 1940, the railings 
had been melted down for armaments! 
 
And there the pageant ended. Trevor Nunn, 
the Pageant‟s Director, was thanked for his 
effort as all entered the Church for the 
Harvest Festival Service. 
 
Without doubt one of the most bizarre 
events was the Sunday lunch-time Quiz, 
held in Nether Wallop Village Hall. There 
were just two teams – Wallop Villagers 
versus The Visitors. Representing Wallop 

were undertaker Fred Mouland (and 
Chairman of the Parish Council), Richard 
Osmond (Nether Wallop farmer) and village 
beautician Lorraine “Larry” Mitchell who ran 
the village Health & Beauty classes and, 
added a touch of glamour to the event. 
Wallop‟s opponents – of whom nobody 
knew until they entered the Hall - were a 
formidable bunch of leading philosophers – 
Sir A.J. Ayer (former Wykeham Professor of 
Logic at Oxford), Professor Gerry Cohen 
(Professor of Social & Political Theory at 
Oxford) and Arnold Zuboff (Lecturer in 
Philosophy at University College, London).  
In the chair asking the questions was none 
other than University Challenge‟s Bamber 
Gascoigne whose questions were equally 
divided between the intensely philosophical 
and the obscurely agricultural.  
 
The score ran neck-and-neck until the final 
round at which point Gascoigne chose to 
reverse the procedure – the villagers took 
the philosophical questions and the 
philosophers took the agricultural. What 
nobody knew, of course, was that the 
villagers had been secretly slipped the 
answers beforehand. As a result the 
philosophers lost the contest by one point, 
having failed to appreciate that “a duck 
rabbit was not a rural phenomenon but a 
drawing invented by Wittgenstein”.   
 
Sunday was also a big day, and one never 
to be forgotton, for the Wallop Brownie 
Troupe. Weeks of hard work and rehearsal 
were finally put together in front of television 
cameras and a live audience at the Wallop 
County Primary School. It was the Grand 
Premiere of a new ballet called “The 
Mayfly”. 14 Brownies played the mayflies; 
they were Charlotte Webb, Dawn and 
Louise Rose, Emma and Zoe Bussian, Liza 
Wilhemy, Helen Lovell, Sara and Serena 
Heneke, Sarah and Nicola Day, Alison 
Kemp, Emma Wallace and Katherine Webb. 
How many are still in the area? The river 
scene was played by the Loretta de Bombo 
dancers with appearances by Jenny Agutter 
and Wayne Sleep. Royal Ballet dancer, 
Lynn Seymour, who choreographed the 
whole performance, played the male mayfly. 
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A splendid Sunday lunch and well-stocked 
bar was held in a marquee erected in 
Brigadier Hobbs‟ garden at The Manor 
House.  Food was supplied by the Army Air 
Corps and guests were announced on 
arrival by a tall and burly Sergeant Major.  
The diminutive Wayne Sleep was loudly 
introduced in true Army fashion, “MR 
WAYNE SLEEP, SARRH!” Sleep looked up 
to the 6ft 6in giant and coyly responded 
“Oooh, you‟re handsome and I do love your 
beret - where are you from?”  The Sergeant 
Major looked down at Sleep and answered, 
again with parade ground volume, “SAARH 
- I‟M FROM THE CAMP!” “Oooh”, countered 
the dancer, “that makes two of us!”  
 
Rowan Atkinson is said to have pulled pints 
in the celebrity-packed “Five Bells”, many 
later reflecting on seeing an embryonic “Mr 
Bean”. Peter Cook is remembered as falling 
off his bar stool on umpteen occasions! 
Gore Vidal did a book-signing session in 
Audrey Parker‟s shop – opposite the village 
square – just as Audrey‟s chickens chose to 
invade the shop. Ned Sherrin set up a rival 
pitch at the ice-cream counter and is said to 
have outsold Vidal five-to-one.  
 
A Sunday afternoon football match took 
place on the Nether Wallop Playing Fields. 
A hastily-formed Nether Wallop team played 
The Visitors. Simon Stainrod of Queen‟s 
Park Rangers and Gary O‟Reilly, the former 
Spurs and (then) Brighton & Hove Albion 
player both attempted to referee the match 
which ended in a win for the Wallops 201-0! 
 
And then the climax of the weekend, a 
three-hour Sunday Night Variety Show, held 
in a large marquee on Nether Wallop 
Playing Fields.  The show opened with 
Jackie Walker as the eternal Church Worthy 
in a terrible muddle over her Fete Stall. Mel 
Smith and Peter Cook followed as a couple 
of grotty old lesbians trying to swim in 
synchronization – and chatting up the young 
pretties in the audience at the same time. 
Stanley Unwin, talking backwards, tried to 
fire Rolling Stone Bill Wyman from a 
portering job in his Supermarket. Jazz 
singer Marion Montgomery changed in the 
Pavillion lavatory before entering the 
marquee, to the accompaniment of Laurie 
Holloway, to sing about the muddy playing 
fields of Nether Wallop. It was, of course, a 
wonderfully jazzed-up spoof of “What‟s a 
Girl Like Me Doing In A Joint Like This?” 

 
Norman Lovett told a story about a snail – 
“just thought you‟d like to know” – before 
Andrew Lloyd-Webber dashed in to quietly 
announce Wayne Sleep‟s public debut as 
an opera singer. The audience doubled up 
as he belted out a La Traviata aria while, at 
the same time, danced (in opera cloak, top 
hat and tiara) a brilliant send-up before 
announcing that he could no longer breathe!  
 
And so it continued. Jools Holland and his 
Big Band, Rik Mayall and John Otway 
alternated with Wallop amateurs. Stuart 
Fraser-Richards played the Ringmaster 
while brother Hugh, Pauline Mayne and 
Sheila Mouland danced back to front with 
exaggerated gyrations. Then a call from off-
stage right “Watch out Bill, the trapeze is 
stuck” as Major Jepson-Turner tried to 
introduce Chipperfield‟s Gina Fosset but 
had to duck when, with loud appreciative 
roars from the audience, she appeared 
virtually naked (apart from some feathers) 
and promptly tied herself in knots in the 
offending trapeze. 
 
Closing the show was Billy Connolly. It was 
pure Connolly! Disgracefully blue, yet 
hilariously funny. When the show was later 
televised, Pat Brown‟s gardener watched in 
utter horror as he caught a glimpse of his 
employer in the front row, doubled-up in 
laughter as Billy Connolly performed. A few 
days later he expressed his shock to Pat – 
“Never thought I‟d see the day……!” Sheila 
Mouland also loved Connolly‟s entire routine 
– mainly because, she says, “it was all true”. 
 
“Weekend in Wallop”, directed by Stephen 
Pile, was later shown on London Weekend 
Television, on Sunday 30th December 1984. 
St Andrew‟s got its new roof and other 
charity projects benefited also. Many of the 
celebrities drank late into the last night at 
the Fife Head Manor Hotel where Billy 
Connolly suggested to actress Jane Tewson 
(who worked for Mencap and had helped 
Stephen Pile with the Festival fund-raising)  
“this should be done every year - could call 
it Comic Relief!” And that‟s where it began…

Gumn, Richard Osmond, Hugh Fraser-
Richards and Sheila Mouland. 
 
Note that it was, in fact, Hugh and Stuart 
Fraser-Richards who masqueraded as 
Henry III and James II and not as printed.

X Factor and Strictly Come Dancing both 
consist of a bunch of slightly famous people 
trying to be slightly more famous – and each 
week almost twenty million watch them. But 
after “Nether Wallop‟s Got Talent” one is 
sorely tempted to ask – why? 
 
This year the black-tie Hamper Ball, the 5th 
to be held at Dene Farm, was given a 
complete makeover.

Folk”, give a masterly performance with two 
songs, ñLow and Beholdò and ñHalf the 
World Awayò. 
 
With the last of the acts off stage everybody 
in the audience was provided with electronic 
voting pads in order to judge the best of 
three categories. The votes, recorded by 
Penny Wood and Juliette Pond, appeared 
on a computer screen in a manner that 
replicated that part of “Who Wants To Be A 
Millionaire” when a contestant chooses to 
ask the audience.  
 
Hedley Gawler surprised nobody as The 
Most Entertaining Act whilst The Most 
Professional Act award went to “Simple 
Country Folk”. Samuel and Dan The Man 
tied for The Act You Would Most Like to 
See Again. All the scores were tallied up to 
put Dan The Man in 1st place; Simple 
Country Folk in 2nd and Samuel in 3rd place. 
 
Paynes Fireworks then staged a 
spectacular intermission display that 
brought everyone out to see a cloudless 
night sky blazed with colour. Inside, a roving 
young magician, Freddie Brook, showed 
amazing dexterity at each of the tables.      
 
DJ Jon “Trousers” Trowsdale kept the 
dance floor packed with his own inimitable 
selection of music. It had been hoped to 
dance until „the last man standing‟ but at 
4.00am our DJ fell over for the third time 
and couldn‟t get up – technically the last 
man standing! And so that was it. A 
fabulous evening which neatly coincided 
with the 25th anniversary of the 1st Nether 
Wallop Arts Festival. Can organisers 
Andrew Wood and Nigel Pond top that next 
year? For sure, it‟ll be a hard act to follow.

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  PRIVATE FRED HISCOCK 
1890-1918 

  

Anthony Whitaker recalls the brief life of Nether Wallop soldier  
Pte Frederick Allan Hiscock who gave his life during World War One. 

 
I have been given permission by Robin 
Hiscock of Bridge House, Nether Wallop, to 
write about his great uncle, Frederick Allan 
Hiscock. Robin‟s late father, Allan, compiled 
a very entertaining family history. My thanks 
to Robin for allowing me access to this 
work. 
 
Fred Hiscock was born in Nether Wallop on 
2nd March 1890, the son of Allan Hiscock 
and his wife Annie Louisa (née Miles).  Fred 
had an older brother (Will, who was Robin‟s 
grandfather) and sister (Agnes, known as 
Aggie) and a younger brother Reg.  Will and 
Reg both served in the First World War as 
well, but survived.  The family lived at Nº 1 
Bolton Row, Church Road, one of the row of 
seven thatched cottages that were burnt to 
the ground in 1928. 
 
After attending the village school in Nether 
Wallop, Fred got a job as a stable lad at 
Lockerley Hall, where he was known as 
Allan Hiscock (perhaps in order to avoid 
confusion with another Fred?) and as such 
his death is commemorated on the war 
memorial in East Tytherley church which 
lists him as Private A Hiscock of the 2nd 
Battalion, the Wiltshire regiment. 
 
Fred enlisted early in the war and, not 
surprisingly in view of his experience in the 
Lockerley stables, he joined the cavalry, 
specifically the Royal Gloucester Hussars.  
He signed up at Crickhowell, Brecon and his 
address at the time appears as „Easterleigh‟ 
– presumably a miss-hearing of East 
Tytherley! 
 
He was wounded quite early on and was 
invalided to a hospital near Southampton 
before going to Dartmouth to convalesce.  
Here he took up with a local girl, Beattie 
Heard, who worked as a cook but the Army 
put a stop to the friendship by sending him 
back to the war, attached to the 2nd 
Wiltshires. 

By October 1918, the Allied Armies in 
France were pushing the Germans back on 
all fronts and Fred, as part of the Third 
Army, was involved in the attack on Haussy 
to the east of Cambrai on 19th October.  His 
family had heard nothing from him since his 
last letter home, dated 26th September 
1918, and became increasingly anxious 
when, following the Armistice on 11th 
November, there was still no word from him. 
 
Then in December, they received a letter 
from 2nd Lieutenant French, Officer 
Commanding B Company, notifying them 
that Fred had been wounded on 20th 
October during the attack on Haussy but 
had been “sent down to field ambulance”.  It 
seems possible that Fred and his stretcher 
bearers never reached their destination.  As 
a result, Fred has no known grave but his 
death is commemorated on the Vis-en-
Artois memorial which bears the names of 
over 9,000 men who fell in the period from 
8th August 1918 to the date of the Armistice 
in Picardy and Artois, between the Somme 
and Loos, and whose bodies were never 
recovered.  He was 28. 
 
In 1919, his family accepted the inevitable 
and placed announcements in the local 
papers – “In loving memory of Private F A 
Hiscock of the Royal Gloucester Hussars, 
attached 2nd Wilts, who was reported 
wounded and missing on October 20, 1918, 
now presumed dead”. 
 
The final word should rest with Allan 
Hiscock, Fred‟s nephew:  “Fred‟s mother 
never ceased to cling to the faint hope that 
the absence of any message from her 
missing son might be due to a temporary 
loss of memory during hospital treatment; 
that he would one day remember, and then 
come home.  The hope was vain.  Nothing 
more was ever heard of cheerful, happy-go-
lucky, lovable Fred”.

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  OVER WALLOP PARISH COUNCIL

Attendance: Cllrs. Murray-Twinn, Taylor 
Firth, Quick, Cairns, Cochrane, Francis, 
Hunnibell, Buchan-Hepburn, TVBC Cllr 
Hope and Mrs R Cartwright of NHW.  
Apologies: Cllr Burden and HCCllr Gibson. 
 
Hyde Housing: Issues raised at the 
summer public exhibition on the proposed 
Appleton Close development were taken on 
board. There has been some 
rearrangement of the site to provide 
additional parking and, to visually integrate 
the new dwellings with the existing area, 
plots 5 - 8 now face the recreation ground. 
Parking was the over-riding issue at the 
exhibition and this has been addressed; 
each house has two car parking spaces and 
an additional five have been provided. Test 
Way Housing is also looking at providing 
additional car parking spaces in the bank 
adjacent to no 17. Houses to have solar 
panels and energy efficiency. A point raised 
at a presentation to the Parish Council 
earlier in the year has been addressed; 
living rooms have been enlarged and front 
porches will provide cover to stand under 
when entering the house and storage for 
bins etc will be provided at the rear of plots 
5 – 8, which will also provide a privacy 
barrier to the back gardens. Due to the large 
number of trees on the site the properties 
have been positioned to take advantage of 
the light with minimum shading from the 
trees. Hyde is working with Trees Officers at 
TVBC. Mr Buchan-Hepburn reported that 
the private sewage treatment plant has 
been cleaned out and it has been confirmed 
that the plant is adequate to cope with the 
extra capacity of the additional houses. It 
would seem that the problem with smells 
has been down to a lack of maintenance. 
Ground water has been entering the system 
through unsealed access points, also 
allowing smells to escape but these have 
been sealed and should cure the problem. 
There is still some work to be done to 
improve the outflow which is congested with 
tree roots. Test Valley Rural Housing has 
just signed a new Maintenance Contractor 
for the treatment site. 
NEIGHBOURHOOD WATCH REPORT: 
Mrs Ruth Cartwright reported that it has 
been quiet of late. The two PCSOs have 
been doing a great job and are keen to talk 
problems through and find a way to resolve 

issues. Mrs Cartwright asks residents to 
please contact NHW and report any 
incidents. 
PLANNING:  
09/01713/FULLN - Retrospective application for 
enclosure to existing swimming pool and solar heating 
panels - Kingsway Stores, Pound Road, Over Wallop. 
NO OBJECTIONS but additional comments included - 
1. Provision of guttering and a water butt to take rain 
water off the roof of the enclosure. 2. The enclosure is 
very large and close to the neighbouring boundary. 3. 
Concerns on the background noise from the 
swimming pool and solar panels pumps for 
neighbours. 4. The enclosure is quite unsightly. Cllr 
Hope reported that he has been made aware that the 
applicant does intend to put guttering on the 
enclosure to take rain water and stopped work due to 
the retrospective Planning Application. This was 
noted.

BOROUGH COUNCILLOR HOPE’S 
REPORT - Cllr Hope spoke about Rural 
Housing and the need for villages to build 
affordable housing, these small 
developments are good for villages and  
help bring down the overall allocation figure 
for development that has been set by 
Government for the Test Valley. 
LEISURE COMMITTEE: Cllr Cairns 
reported that the Youth Football Club is 
going well and they are picking up new 
players as the season progresses. The 
under-10s are doing well and have a habit 
of drawing matches and are currently 4th in 
the league. Reports on their progress will be 
sent to the Andover Advertiser. Cllr Francis 
spoke about flood-lighting which, due to 
costs and Health and Safety, was currently 
a non-starter. Refurbishment of the pavilion 
is now complete and looks good. The 
Playing Field Gate has been installed and a 
combination lock fitted; the number seems 
to have been banded around the village. It 
was suggested that the combination be 
changed on a monthly basis. It was agreed 
to monitor the situation over the next month. 
PARISH HALL Cllr Taylor Firth gave an up-
date on the Parish Hall refurbishment. 
STREET LIGHTING The Clerk reported that 
Hampshire County Council has sent details 
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of their Street Lighting PFI Scheme. The 
Clerk will compare price with current SEB 
Contract and report back to Council. It was 
pointed out to the Clerk that HCC favour 
yellow street lighting; the village prefers 
white lighting. Noted. 
CORRESPONDENCE: Chairman reported 
that she has received details on Fire Safety 
for Thatched Buildings from the Fire 
Service. A DVD is available and they are 
willing to organise a seminar for owners to 
attend. This will be passed around to gauge 
interest in holding a seminar.  
TRAFFIC CALMING - TRAFFIC GROUP: 
Chairman reported that we are still waiting 
to hear back from Mr Ray Alborough on the 
proposals put forward. Representatives 
from the Traffic Group were present and 
addressed the meeting. 
 
MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC. Council was 
asked about riparian ownership of the River 
Bank and the householders wish to carry 
out improvements to tidy up the bank in 
front of their property. The Parish Council all 
agreed that this area of the river bank had 
been left to go wild by the last tenants and 
gave their blessing to the proposed plans. 
It was reported that the minutes needed 
updating on the Web Site. The web master 
reported that he has not received anything 
from the Clerk since May. The Clerk was 
asked to send the web master the relevant 
Minutes.

Young. 
Standing Orders:  
Chairman and Councillors have reviewed 
and revised these to reflect any changes.  
Proposed these to be accepted; Cllr 
Whitaker seconded; all in favour.  A bound 
copy was provided for each Councillor. 
Planning:   
a)   09/01830/FULLN, erection of first floor extension 
to garage to provide room/study and wc, external 
staircase and terrace, The Cottage, Heathman Street, 
no objection.  
(b) 09/01892FULLN, conversion of garage/workshop 
to residential annex including provision of dormer 
windows and chimney, The Manor, Heathman Street, 
no objection. 

Points from the Floor:  HCC Cllr. Gibson 
reported that he has 23 parish councils 
under his wing!  His meeting with Hants 
Highways yielded some success in various 
aspects and he encouraged councils with 
any problems to get in touch with him.  He 
reported that all looked positive on the 
Wallops Parish Hall and that the project has 
received £40,000 from HCC. The HCC 
grant application for help with new nets for 
the football pitch and various other items of 
maintenance for the playing fields/tennis 
court has been received and approved.  A 
cheque would be paid within two days.  Cllr. 
Hind thanked Cllr. Gibson for his help with 
Highways.  Esterline Pollution -  Mrs. 
Lovell enquired about the public meeting 
held by Esterline.  The Chairman replied 
that he had attended this presentation to 
both Nether and Over Wallop.  When 
Esterline had taken over the Wallop 
Defence site they discovered a spill of PCE.  
Water was being pumped out of the ground 
to get rid of the substance which was in very 
small quantities.  It was an environmental 
issue.  The Chairman would forward the 
website address to HCC Cllr. Gibson.  Mrs. 
Gumn was concerned that the brook is 
contaminated.  Salisbury Lane traffic -  
Mrs. Gumn said she has lived in Salisbury 
Lane for 50 years. Humps have been 
suggested as a traffic calming measure and 

other options were discussed.  HCCCllr. 
Gibson would let council know the outcome 
of the review being carried out by TVBC.  
Neighbourhood Watch:  The Chairman 
reported in the absence of Cllr. Young.  
There had been some break-ins at Chattis 
Hill and Salisbury Lane and some livestock 
had been stolen from pens. 
Finance:  Cllr. Atkins sought approval from 
Councillors for the annual Test Valley 
School prize of £40 and this was granted 
under 137 payments.   
Playing Fields:  Cllr. Richardson reported a 
problem in finding lime paint. A group of 
youths in noisy cars had visited the playing 
fields on several occasions. The gate is now 
closed at 9pm and opened again at 6am 
each day. 
Wallops Parish Hall: The Chairman 
reported on the fantastic efforts of the Hall 
fundraisers which would enable 
refurbishment of the hall.  
Correspondence:  Chairman reported that 
TVBC had written to encourage 
parishioners to observe the two minute 
silence on Remembrance Day 11 
November at 11am. 
Matters raised by Councillors:  Chairman 
congratulated and thanked Mr. and Mrs. 
Lovell on their 20-year contribution in 
helping to collate the parish magazine each 
month.  They had done an excellent job and 
were now retiring. Cllr. Hind gave an update 
on the Playgroup which was down on 
numbers last year.  She congratulated Mrs 
A. Murray Twinn who had taken over as 
Chairman and during her year in office has 
converted a £4,000 deficit to £10,000 credit.   
Further Points from the Floor:  Mr. 
Cooper asked if a broom could be allocated 
to the tennis court for sweeping up before 
tennis; Cllr. Richardson said he would 
provide one to be placed under the bench.
