Peal of Bells at St Andrew’s 
 

A full ópealô of bells consists of a pattern of 
continuous ringing covering a period of 
about three hours. This is the bell ringing 
equivalent of a marathon and requires 
considerable skill, strength and stamina on 
the part of the ringers. The last peal at St 
Andrewôs was conducted thirty three years 
ago instigated by the late Fred Mouland 
and organised by visiting ringer Mr 
Geoffrey Dodd. Since that time there has 
been the addition of a sixth bell dedicated 
in 1992. 
 
At the beginning of this year Mr Dodd 
wrote to us to suggest that he would like to 
bring a team to conduct a peal on 17th 
July, the anniversary of his last visit. 
He pointed out that the sixth (tenor) bell 
was still óunpealedô. We were delighted by 
this suggestion but there was some 
trepidation as to whether the tower was 
strong enough to withstand the vibration of 
continuous ringing over such an 

unprecedented length of time. However, 
having spent large sums of money in 
recent years to strengthen the bell frame 
and re-point the tower, it seemed to defeat 
the object of all this work not to be able to 
use the bells fully; 
so it was decided to go ahead but monitor 
the state of any cracks in the masonry 
directly before and after the peal took 
place. 
 
Mr Dodd and his team duly arrived on the 
evening of July 17th and for the next three 
hours the sound of bells rang out over the 
village. Happily, there were no visible 
signs afterwards of any damage to the 
fabric of the tower.  
 
We would like to thank Mr Dodd and his 
team for this historic event.

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Who Lived In A House Like This……..? 
 

For five years one of the most flamboyant of orchestral conductors lived and 
died at Place Farm House, Nether Wallop. Leopold Stokowski’s life was 

steeped in mystery and controversy – even after his death. 
  

If being a world class orchestral conductor 
is your burning ambition then chances are 
you will need a name that suits. And what 
better name to have than Leopold Antoni 
Stanislaw Boleslawawicz Stokowski. 
 
Born in April 1882 ï although he would 
later claim, rather erroneously, that it was 
1887 ï Stokowskiôs early life had the 
quality of raw material for a Dickens novel 
ï youthful dreaming, luck, struggle, 
scheming, pathos and worldly success 
coupled with elements of the romance and 
mystery that graced many of his orchestral 
performances. In adult life, he acquired 
fame not just for spurning the traditional 
baton and conducting in his own free-hand 
performing style but also for obtaining a 
sumptuous sound from many of the great 
orchestras he chose to conduct. 
 
Stokowski was three times married and 
three times divorced; he married his first 
wife, pianist and teacher Olga Samaroff, in 
1911 but later divorced in 1923. In 1926 
he married Johnson & Johnson heiress 
Evangeine Love Brewster Johnson, an 
artist and aviator but they also divorced, in 
1937. From his first two marriages he had 
three daughters. Then, in 1945, the 
flamboyant Stokowski married his third 
wife, millionaire heiress Gloria Vanderbilt 
with whom he had two sons; Leopold 
Stanislaus ñStanò Stokowski (born 1950) 
and Christopher Stokowski (born 1952) 
although Christopher, who broke contact 
with his father, is alleged to have been told 
that Stokowski was not, in fact, his father! 
Whether or not the claim is true has never 
been proven. Gloria and Stokowski 
divorced shortly afterwards, in 1955. Yet 
there is no doubt that Stokowski was 
something of a ladyôs man and ï although 
he denied it - amongst his many affairs, he 
was romantically linked with the actress 
Greta Garbo. But he also had an 
immensely private love for an un-named 
lady in the US. Her son recently wrote, 
saying ñI know he saved the letters from 
my mother in a ñspecial placeò, just as she 
saved his ï and which I have inherited.ò 

By most accounts Stokowski also enjoyed 
his image as a matinee idol, aided largely 
by appearances in such films as ñOne 
Hundred Men and a Girlò (1937), featuring 
Deanna Durbin, and most notably as the 
flesh-and-blood leader of the Philadelphia 
Orchestra in Walt Disneyôs animated 
classic ñFantasiaò (1940). 
 
In his 80th year, he founded the American 
Symphony Orchestra and was its Music 
Director for ten years, until at the age of 
90, Stokowski returned to live in England 
and bought Place Farm House in Nether 
Wallop, in May 1972. 
 
Place Farm House offered Stokowski the 
opportunity to re-create a past in his own 
romantic image. The house, set in a one-
acre garden, is bordered on one side by 
the Wallop Brook, a small waterfall and an 
apple orchard with enough trees to 
transplant any number of children to an 
airy world beyond reality. 
 
It is thought that Stokowski had a live-in 
housemaid but current owners, Piers and 
Becca Bingley have no knowledge of this. 
 
Just five years after taking up residence at 
Place Farm House, Leopold Stokowski 
suffered a fatal heart attack in the early 
hours of 13 September 1977. Sheila 
Mouland remembers the occasion well. 
Fred, her late husband, was the village 
undertaker at the time and, despite 
Stokowski being a frail old man, Sheila 
was brought in to help carry Stokowskiôs 
covered body on a stretcher to the Chapel 
of Rest. Despite her husbandôs profession, 
it was, in fact, the first time that Sheila had 
cast her eyes on a dead body.   
 
Some, who remember Stokowski, recall a 
curious habit of seeing him take an 
evening stroll around Nether Wallop in a 
sinister full-length black opera cloak. 
Others recollect his giving out free tickets 
to concerts in London.  But Stokowski was 
a mystery. Throughout his entire life, he 
spoke with a strange pseudo-east-
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European accent which, as a born 
Londoner, nobody had an inkling as to 
where, or who, he could have got it from. 
Nobody questioned his accent until after 
his death in 1977. From that point on the 
conspiracy theorists had a field day.  
 
Was he born Leopold Antoni Stokowski or 
was that, they suggested, purely an 
adopted name to add greater credence to 
his performing art? Was he, as some of 
his sternest critics later claimed, born 
simply Leo Stokes or Leo Stock?  Was he 
born of a Polish father and an Irish 
mother? He denied Irish ancestry and 
claimed, erroneously, to have been born in 
Poland. (In fact, his father, Joseph 
Kopernik Stokowski had been born in 
London and married Annie Marion Moore, 
the daughter of an Anglo-Irish boot 
maker.) It was Stokowskiôs grandfather 
who had come from Poland but as if to 

conceal his true background Stokowski let 
it be known that all of his family had died 
and that he had been brought up by foster 
parents in London. In truth, Stokowski was 
born with a Polish name; it was his 
younger brother ï Percy John Stokowski ï 
who preferred to use the name óJim Stockô 
(sic) to enhance his trade as a car dealer.   
 
Yet the mystery does not end there. What 
became of the love letters from his private 
love affair?  After his death, most of his 
personal papers and letters are said to 
have sunk to the bottom of the Atlantic 
while being shipped back to the US. On 
the other hand, they might still be at Place 
Farm House; perhaps in a hidey-hole 
behind a wall or beneath a loose 
floorboard. Who knows?

Parish Hall: Cllr Taylor Firth reported on 
the recent Public Meeting to discuss 
refurbishment. Work hopefully starts early 
October and should take up to 26 weeks 
to complete. Cllr Taylor Firth explained 
that matched grant funding from the 
parishes was needed to obtain a capital 
grant from TVBC; Over Wallop share is 
£4,237.50.  The PC approved the matched 
funding contribution.

Pound Road Car Park: Youths parking in 
the car park outside properties 3,5,7 and 9 
Pound Road is causing difficulties for 
residents with both noise and loss of 
parking spaces. Testway Housing appears 
reluctant to make the Car Park óResidents 
Onlyô. The Police are aware. 
 
Leisure Committee: Summer Sports 
Programme discussed - Wednesday  - a 
multi sports session for the 6 - 11 Yr olds. 
(30 attending) Fridays - a multi sports 
session for the 11 - 16 Yr olds. Coaching 
to be provided. There will be two Street 
Dancing sessions, with Rocket Ball, 
French Cricket, Archery for the older 
children. Mr Dave Kane and the Mobile 
Sports Cage visit was successful. The 
Chairman has handed over Programme to 
Cllrs Cairns, Cochrane and Francis. They 
have all worked tirelessly on this project 
and she wished to thank them for all their 
hard work. Chairman suggested that  
Leisure Committee begin looking at 
funding for 2010. Pavilion Refurbishment 
is underway and should be completed 
towards end of summer. Wallop Youth 
Football Club - Cllrs Francis and Cairns 
reported resumption in September. The 
Cricket Team is also working with the 
youngsters of the Parish. Morale is good. 
 
Footpaths Report: Cllr Cochrane had no 
further news to report on the Peach, Olive 
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and Orange Groves. Cllr Cairns reported 
that all the Over Wallop footpaths to be 
clear and walkable. 
 
Recreation Ground: Chairman received a 
parishioner complaint on the state of the 
Ground. She had visited the site and it 
was strewn with litter. Cllr Hunnibell 
reported that there had been a gathering 
of youths in cars on the Recreation 
Ground on the previous Saturday.   They 
started arriving between 6.00ï7.00 pm 
and at 9.30pm they were still there. This 
was reported to the Police through the 101 
telephone number. The last car left at 
10.30pm. The litter strewn over the area 
had resulted from that gathering. Council 
discussed the way forward; in the past 
installing a gate to stop cars parking on 
the site was not favoured due to the 
problems of issuing keys and allocating 
keyholders. It was felt that now may be the 
time to reconsider this. The Clerk was 
asked to get quotes for a gate. The 
Security lights were not working. It was 
thought that this was down to pavilion 
users turning off the electricity when they 
exited the pavilion. The Clerk was asked 
to contact Wiltshire and Willey to see if 
they could override the mains switch for 
the Security Lights. 
 
Buses in Streetway Road: Cllr Cochrane 
reported that he had received complaints 
from residents about the excessive speed 
the smaller bus travels along Streetway 
Road. The Chairman suggested that the 
name of the bus company, time and 
registration number are noted and 
reported to the Police. 
 
Appleton Close: Chairman had attended 
the exhibition held by Hyde Housing on 
the proposed extension to Appleton Close 
and was approached by many residents 
from Appleton Close complaining about 
parking, speeding cars and the sewage 
smell. It was also suggested that the 
entrance to the Playing field be restricted 
to stop motorised vehicles onto the field. 
These complaints have been passed on to 
Hyde Housing who are looking into the 
problems and will liaise with Ray 
Alborough at TVBC and Southern Water. 

 
PCSO Michael Alder: reported that 
PCSO Rachael Cassells is working hard to 
try and sort out the nuisance problem with 
some of the youth in the village and 
visiting youth from Grateley. There is also 
a problem in Pound Road. Chief Inspector 
of Police has asked for areas where there 
are problems to be identified. The Police 
will work with other agencies to try and 
sort out the matter. An area of Pound 
Road has been identified and is now 
included in the scheme.  PCSO Alder keen 
to help with the Over Wallop Sports 
Programme. 
 
Parish Council Constitution: Cllr Taylor 
Firth reported that many of the 
organizations that were approached for a 
grant for the Parish Hall asked for the 
Parish Councilôs Constitution.  As a 
statutory body the Parish Council is bound 
by rules and regulations of Local 
Government but a constitution is not 
required by law.   However, he felt that in 
order to expedite the grant applications, a 
Parish Council Constitution was needed 
and one had been produced and 
distributed to Councillors for comment.  
When adopted it will be available to 
members of the public.  
 
County Councillor Andrew Gibson 
stated that he is looking into the three 
main issues that were raised at the last 
meeting:- (1) Salisbury Road Rat Run, (2) 
Funding for the Parish Hall and (3) Pound 
Road Parking. He hoped to update the 
Parish Council in September. 
 
Members of the Public: Mrs Short 
reported that the Over Wallop Traffic 
Group hope to meet before the next Parish 
Council meeting and will liaise with the 
Parish Council. The petition for traffic 
calming in the village has been sent to 
Hampshire County Council.
