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Letter from Revd Vanessa Cole 

 
At last the snow has gone and the sunshine 
even seems to be here to stay (although that 
may well be wishful thinking), certainly the 
daffodils are slowly threatening to take over from 
the snowdrops. 
 

Christmas is long gone, and we are almost at 
the end of lent. Easter is well within sight. The 
long hard slog of ógiving upô is almost over, the 
rejoicing, the hope the celebrations and feasting 
of Easter are almost upon us - Hallelujah! So 
how are we going to celebrate?  
 
Well the obvious response may be to open that 
much longed for bottle of red, or dive headlong 
into the biggest Easter egg money can buy. Hot 
cross buns, Easter biscuits, chocolate nests, 
roast lamb and all the trimmingsé Iôm salivating 
already.  
 
But before we get to Easter Sunday we have 
first to endure Good Friday. The day the world 
came to an end. The day God died. The day the 
world turned black and all hope disappeared, the 
day the dead roamed the earth..é Before we 
can celebrate the resurrection we have to 
endure the death. Our lives are so cushioned 
now that we tend to expect to receive the good 
without having to endure the bad. But the 
cushion is only a cushion, and the bad still 
happens.

Friday, kneeling at the foot of the cross just as 
the Marys and John did, offering our company

How are we going to mark this day, this one 
moment in time which has had such a dramatic 
impact upon all our lives? How are we going to 
offer to God all that is wrong with the world and 
allow him to take it with him on the cross?

You may wish to 
join the traditional Devotional Morning Prayer at 
Nether Wallop, or you may wish to join the more 
ópostmodernô final hour of meditation using 
images and music, at Over Wallop.

BEHIND THE SCENES - OLD LODGE  
 

Judy Maynard concludes her search behind the scenes of Old Lodge 

 
Major Robert Poore bought Wallop Lodge in 
1871 which reverted to the name Old 
Lodge, and he farmed all the land himself. 
He greatly extended the house over the 
site, upgrading it to be one of Wallopôs most 
important houses with reputedly between  
20 and 30 rooms. He built a gymnasium, a 
Turkish bath, and a laundry, and pulled 
down the chapel whose stained glass 
windows were taken to Hinwoodôs Stores 
and Post Office in Nether Wallop where part 
of it was used to decorate the first floor 
window, and where it can still be seen. The 
daughter of a family who lived in one of the 
farm cottages after the Poores left in 1916 
remembers that there was a reservoir with 
two pumping houses for the household 
water supply. Gas lighting was provided 
from a carbide plant in the courtyard. 
Extensive walled gardens with gorgeous 
flower beds and lawns were a feature as 
was the tennis court. The walled farmyard  
incorporated stables, various sheds, pig 
sties, chicken houses  and a shed with a 
copper used for boiling up pig swill, and the 
courtyard housed a garage, the gymnasium, 
a harness room and a game larder.  
 
Major Poore bought an extra 250 acres in 
1898. The Old Lodge shooting parties were 
famous and there were ice pits constructed 
in the garden to store game shot on the 

estate. Up to 4,000 pheasants were often  
shot in a single day. The iron covers for the 
ice pits still exist today, as do the dog 
cemetery with befitting headstones, and a 
railed grave and tombstone in Isle of Wight 
wood in remembrance of a favourite horse, 
Wilbury, named after Wilbury House in 
nearby Newton Toney. He may well have 
raced on the racecourse on the Wilbury 
estate just north of Old Lodge boundary, 
part of which was dubbed Happy Valley 
after the famous racecourse in Hong Kong. 
Several items of beautiful crockery were 
later excavated in a household rubbish pit, 
and a night soil bucket in an iron cart was 
found nearby and can now be seen in the 
Salisbury Museum. 
 
The stone and flint road through Old Lodge 
estate came from Newton Toney over the 
railway line, past Tower Hill and circled 
round to exit in the southwest corner and 
join the Salisbury road near the Pheasant 
Hotel. In 1710 Tower Hill had a folly with a 
central tower flanked by two smaller towers 
built by William Benson, the owner of 
Wilbury estate, to impress his neighbours. It 
was constructed in the style of the medieval 
gatehouse at the Countess Road entrance 
to Amesbury Abbey but it eventually fell 
down,  possibly  due to adverse weather 
and neglect by 1839 and only a  few  stones  
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remain visible. In 1843 the new church at 
Newton Toney was built incorporating 
stones from the ruins. 
 
In 1916 the estate of Old Lodge was 
acquired by the War Department and 
became part of Porton Down - the 7,000 
acre military establishment for developing 
and testing chemical munitions, but the 
house was never used as intended and 
gradually fell into decay. Gypsies squatted 
in it and eventually it was completely 
demolished in 1924. The whole area has a 
rich archaeological history including: 
Neolithic flint mines; Bronze Age barrows 
(burial mounds), settlements, cemeteries 
and enclosures; and Celtic fields. Martinôs 
Clump, north of Suddern Hill, was a 
particularly prolific source of flints used as 
tools and weapons and latterly for gun flints, 
and in 1989 there was a conservation 
project to rear Great Bustards there which 
sadly failed. Bustard Corner (at the junction 
of Five Bells Lane and the B 3084) is a 
reminder of the days when bustards were 
prolific on Salisbury plain and evidently as 
far as Nether Wallop! 
 
Major Robert Poore was a good horseman 
and a fitness fanatic and ran his family on 
strict military lines. He claimed to be a 
descendant of Bishop Richard Poore who  
founded Salisbury Cathedral on its present 

site in 1220. After retiring, wounded, from 
the Army and moving to Old Lodge he 
became a J.P.  in Salisbury and a 
shareholder in and later one of the directors 
of the London and Provincial Turkish Bath  
Company - hence the Turkish bath in Old 
Lodge. Rider Haggard dubbed him óThe 
Don  Quixote  of  the  Hampshire Downsô for

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his philanthropy especially in the 
neighbouring village of Winterslow where he 
bought land which he sub-divided into 50 
plots of varying sizes with low rate of 
interest leases from the Land Court (set up 
to oversee the project) for individual 
villagers to create smallholdings. On these 
they could build their houses and start small 
businesses such as the Post Office and 
bakery using loans from the Surplus Fund 
created with the profit from the land sales. 
He also set up a Pig Club in Winterslow into 
which villagers could pay a small sum of 
money each week and in exchange would 
receive a butchered pig at Christmas to last 
them through the winter.  This idea was 
similar to the pig club in Nether Wallop. He 
was also instrumental in setting up a village 

council - a pre-cursor of the Parish Council 
as we know it today.  
 
His wife, Juliana, and her youngest 
daughter, Nina, started a spinning and 
weaving industry in Winterslow and some of 
their cloth was exhibited at The Albert Hall, 
winning a gold medal. Queen Alexandra 
was so impressed that she bought several 
lengths of it and a worker from Winterslow 
was sent to Sandringham to teach the 
women there the techniques. 
 
Major Robert died in 1918, two years after 
leaving Old Lodge and could be justly proud 
of his wife and seven children, all of whom 
left their mark.
