Rights and Responsibilities
 
 
Over Christmas I read an article in which 
Cheryl Cole spoke about being the new 
face of LôOreal, and the applause she 
received from the crew as she spoke their 
now legendary strap line óbecause youôre 
worth itô, with her strong Newcastle accent. 
 
Now I enjoy a pampering session, as much 
as the next girl, whether it be a long hot 
bath or having my hair cut but thereôs 
something unsettling about the way that this 
advertising slogan has become such a big 
part of our culture. 
 
My generation, it seems, is a very self-
centred one; our focus is far too internal, all 
about getting the most out of life and 
grumbling if we are óshort-changedô in any 
way. 
 
We know all about our own rights 
(sometimes to the detriment of other 
peopleôs) and if something goes wrong we 
can easily find someone else to blame and 
to pay for it. 
 
óHealth and Safetyô seems to have replaced 
ócommon senseô. And with the óno win no 
feeô legal environment in which we have 
been raised, we no longer know how to take 
responsibility for ourselves, let alone other 
people. 
 
And it is worrying, because my generation 
(óGeneration Xó) is now in charge - we are 
MPs, Doctors, Teachers, Bank Managers, 
even vicarsé we are Parents. Are we now 
bringing up our children with these morals 
and values - maybe the next generation will 
be called the LôOreal generation? 
 
If, dear reader, you are not from my 
generation, then you are not free to tut 
along as you read this, because it is your 
generation who brought us up!

And I have 
seen neighbours clearing drives for each 
other and delivering shopping in extreme 
weather conditions. And it was wonderful to 
see local deliveries when the big 
Companies were cancelling theirs. 
 
This year, let us pull together as the people 
of God, to see how we can serve each 
other, to serve God, to be truly loving to 
each other. And when we see something 
that needs to be done, how about thinking 
of a solution to the problem, and how we 
can be a part of it?

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The Lioness and the Mail Coach 
 
Travelling by mail coach in the 19th century 
was not exactly a comfortable experience, 
what with adverse road and weather 
conditions to contend with, the very real 
threat of being held up by a highwayman, 
and the inevitable accidents caused by the 
horses themselves taking fright and bolting 
for a myriad of reasons. 
 
One such incident occurred in October 1816 
when the London to Exeter mail coach, 
óQuicksilverô, was nearing The Winterslow 
Hut, an old coaching inn latterly known as 
The Pheasant Hotel,  when the coachman 
noticed a lioness running alongside. It 
transpired that the tame lioness had 
escaped when a travelling menagerie had 
temporarily stopped at the inn for a rest en 
route to Salisbury Fair. 
 
It began to attack one of the lead horses, 
whereupon  the  mail  coach  guard reached 
 

 

 
for his blunderbuss, but the menagerie 
owner pre-empted the shot by setting his 
dog onto the lioness. The lioness killed the 
unfortunate dog and, un-nerved by the 
situation, took refuge under the staddle 
stones of a nearby granary. Her owner 
managed to calm her down and re-caged 
her safely. The terrified coach passengers, 
meanwhile, fled into the inn for safety. 
 
The menagerie owner bought the injured 
horse, óPomegranateô, on the spot and 
subsequently displayed her with all her 
wounds beside the lioness at the fair, 
attracting vast interest from the gathering 
crowds and no doubt making a handsome 
profit in so doing. 
 
The incident was inevitably widely reported 
in both national and local newspapers.

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  OVER WALLOP PARISH COUNCIL 
 Updates on Parish Council Business November 2009 thru January 2010 
 
Museum of Army Flying: Lt Col Simpkins 
came and spoke about the Museum. 
Increased visitor numbers and a 3 bay 
extension completed in May 2008 has made 
it possible to hold bigger events. A 
workshop has been built to maintain the 
exhibits and a Virtual Work Shop has been 
provided to provide an educational 
experience programmes. A facility to 
provide a Web Based facility working with 
children to produce programmes has been 
set up; the museum is the first in the country 
to do this.66 individual Remembrance Trees 
have been planted, unfortunately there is no 
longer has any space to continue planting. It 
is proposed to make a Memorial Garden 
with a Memorial Wall. Lt Col Simpkins was 
asked if pedestrian access could be 
improved to the site? The grass verge is 
wide but very uneven, and it is a shame that 
residents from the village cannot easily 
access the site by foot. Mr Simpkins noted 
this point and it is something that the 
museum is aware of and will speak to 
Hampshire County Council. The Chairman 
asked if the museum would consider giving 
a discount on the entrance fees to residents 
of Over Wallop as the entrance fee is rather 
high? Lt Col Simpkins will raise this with the 
museum administration. 
 
Future Development: The PC was made 
aware of a document entitled Northern Test 
Valley Rural Sites Submitted for the SHLAA, 
listing sites and the number of dwellings, 
several sites in the parish were listed, 
providing a considerably large number of 
dwellings. After contacting the Planning 
department at Test Valley Borough Council, 
it was confirmed that the SHLAA (Strategic 
Housing land Availability Assessment) 
document is an important component of the 
evidence base for the test Valley Borough 
Council Local Development Framework. It 
seeks to identify and assess land available 
with housing potential to inform future 
housing allocations. The SHLAA only 
identifies sites with development potential, it 
does not allocate sites. The document lists 
sites registered with Test Valley Borough 
Council by landowners.

All three applications were supported. 

 

Footpaths: Cllr Cairns reported he and Cllr 
Cochrane attended the MoD briefing on the 
Bylaw Review on MoD Land. MoD is writing 
new bylaws for their footpaths on MoD land. 
This will have no effect on their future use if 
they were ever to revert back to the Public. 
 
Telephone Box: BT wrote to the PC 
regarding the telephone box by the War 
Memorial. BT plan to take the telephone 
away as only 119 calls were made last year. 
BT has offered to sell the telephone box to 
the parish Council for £1. Alternative uses 
have been suggested on their web site 
including turning it into an information 
centre, notice board or a mini art gallery. 
These suggestions caused some 
amusement, but it was felt that there are 
possibilities for alternative use which will be 
looked into. To lose this iconic English 
landmark in the village would be terrible, so 
it was agreed to purchase the box. 
 
Traffic Calming Group. The PC has taken 
delivery of the Flashing Speed Signs, and 
they have been in place since Friday 13th 
November. Cllr Hunnibell has joined the 
Traffic Group as the PC Representative. 
 
War Memorial: The Chairman spoke about 
the restoration of the War Memorial and the 
grant from the War Memorial Charity. The 
Parish Council also includes money in the 
budget for the continued upkeep of the War 
Memorial. A site meeting with Mr Cullen will 
be held once the weather has improved to 
confirm the work to be carried out. L/Cpl 
Paul Upton, who lost his life in the current 
conflict, will be added to the War Memorial. 
 
Summer 2009 Sports Programme: The 
Parish Council wish to publicly thank all 
those who were involved with the project. 
Further Funding for 2010 is being sort to 
continue and improve the facilities. 
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Pavilion: £10,000 has been spent 
improving and updating the pavilion this 
included new plumbing, electrics and 
redecorating. 
Playing Field Gate:  Now installed. 
Parish Hall: Cllr Taylor Firth gives regular 
updates on the progress of the Wallop 
Parish Hall refurbishment and keeps a tight 
reign on the finances, reporting at each 
meeting on what is being spent. 
Notice Board: has been placed in Palestine 
with a further one being commissioned for 
Over Wallop. 
Precept 2010/2011: The Clerk produced a 
Financial Forecast showing the estimated 
results for the Year 2009/2010 and the 
Budget for 2010/2011. Each item was 
explained. The Parish Council discussed 
the precept at length. The precept had not 
been increased for some time but with the 

Parish Hall refurbishment and the need to 
subsidise the venue for the first year it was 
felt that an increase was a sound decision 
to safeguard the village finances. Cllr Taylor 
Firth proposed that the Parish Precept for 
2010/2011 was increased by £3000 to 
£23,150. Seconded by Cllr Burden. The 
Parish Council all agreed.
