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Letter from Revd Vanessa Cole 
  

Well Christmas is over - another year has 
ended with a flurry of telly programmes and 
magazine articles chronicling who did what 
in the past year. 
 
It‟s that time for making New Year‟s 
resolutions, of joining the gym and buying 
nicorette patches. It‟s the time when we 
take down the Christmas decorations and 
spot the cobwebs, the time when we try to 
find a „tidy place‟ to put all the new toys and 
gifts we received for Christmas. We make 
great plans to get in touch with the friends 
we no longer see and only really keep in 
touch via the „Christmas letter„. We vow to 
declutter, to sort out and tidy up, to become 
shipshape and Bristol fashion. 
 
As the new year begins we‟re given the 
opportunity to take a proper look at our lives 
and work out what our priorities are. And 
once we‟ve done that to make sure 
everything else revolves around them, 
rather than squeezing the really important 
things in our lives around the less important.

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Behind The Scenes 
Childhood Memories of Percy Maggs 

            
The second part of Percy Maggs‟ memories as written in a letter in 1951 to Mrs Pond who 

was currently living in Gerrard‟s Farm, Nether Wallop.   
Descriptive explanations in bold are added by Judy Maynard. 

 
 

The church at Lower Wallop was of Norman 
type with a square, ivy-covered tower, and I 
well remember the old yew tree near the 
entrance.  As a very small boy, I remember 
being taken to the children‟s service in the 
afternoon by the nurse with my two small 
brothers.  When I was about the age of six 
years I used to attend the morning service 
with my parents, and the next pew but one in 
front of us was occupied by some boys who 
later became well known to the horse racing 
fraternity.  They were Tom and Mornington 
Cannon, at the entrance to the pew and, at 
the inside corner, their very small brother, with 
red hair, named Kempton [Mornington, so 
named as the result of a mix-up after one 
of his father‟s racehorses, who won a race 
on the same day as the new baby was 
born. Kempton was named after the 
racecourse]. 
 
A great event at the farm was the carting of 
the corn into market at Salisbury, a distance 
of twelve miles, the preliminaries for which 
occupied some days.  The wagon had to be 
washed in the river and wheels removed and 
greased, the brass decorations on the 
harness cleaned and polished, and the 
harness and other equipment overhauled and 
cleaned.  There were a  number of 
decorations on the harness including a bell at 
the top of the bridles of the two leading 
horses of the team of four.  Four pairs of ear 
caps of brown Holland, each decorated with 
strips of coloured braid and tassels of brilliant 
colours made of wool, were usually made and 
supplied by my mother.  The wagon was 
backed into the barn on the day previous to 
departure and loaded with sacks of corn, and 
the tally kept by inscribing short strokes on 
the inner side of the barn door with chalk.  
These were grouped in fives and, when a 
group was completed, a diagonal line was 
drawn from the top of the first stroke to the 
bottom of the fifth.  This was the only method 
by  which  men  could  count,  and  they never  

 
 
reckoned by the dozen but by the score; thus 
four groups completed a score and two 
groups, half a score. Early the following day 
four shire horses were hitched to the wagon, 
the carter gave his command and the ship 
and its cargo rumbled away on its voyage. 
 
There was no telegraph office in the village 
and in the rare event of a telegram needing to 
be despatched, it had to be taken to the Post 
Office at Middle Wallop.  I remember being 
sent on one of these missions accompanied 
by my young brother on one occasion, and 
after delivering the telegram we stood in the 
road for a considerable time, anxiously 
watching to see the envelope proceeding on 
its way along the wires. 
 
Elderly people in the village with whom we 
had intimate association were usually 
addressed by their Christian name, plus the 
prefix „Old„.  I remember a farm servant by the 
name of Charles Futcher, father of the carter 
Tom Futcher.  He was a toothless, bent, 
wizened old man and had, during his heyday, 
been a dairyman, but when we knew him he 
had been relegated to master of pigs and odd 
jobs.  For the execution of these duties he 
claimed a prior privilege to the use of a pony 
and cart, usually referred to as the old pony or 
the old pony cart.  Charles was a very loyal 
and quite lovable old man and had a great 
affection for us children and was always 
pleased to have us toddling round with him 
while in the execution of his duties. He usually 
expressed gratitude for our assistance and 
assured us that we had been a great help to 
him.  If we saw him getting the old pony and 
cart ready we used to trot across and to our 
enquiry as to where he was going, he would 
probably say:  “Oh, I bain‟t gawin‟ fur.  Just up 
to Little Barn to vetch a vew mangold.  Shan‟t 
be gone long.  Come along if you be mind to”.  
Without waiting for our acceptance of his 
cordial invitation he used to lift us into the cart 
and we went off merrily on our adventure.  We 
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were permitted to take the reins and each had 
a spell of driving, according to Charles‟s 
direction.  The journey was quite a short one 
but as the pony never exceeded a walking 
pace it took quite a considerable time to 
accomplish; but nothing was hurried in those 
days. Another farm worker I remember well 
was a man named Muspratt.  He spent most 
of his time during the winter months in the 
barn, thrashing corn by the aid of a flail, an 
instrument which must at that time have been 
reaching the end of its epoch.  Oat was the 
corn usually thrashed by that method and the 
grain was subsequently winnowed and the 
straw cut into chaff and, mixed together, 
provided fodder for the horses. 
There were many casual callers at the 
house whom I remember well.  There was 
the postman who never ceased whistling.  
My father gave him the nickname of 
„Shakespeare‟ and he made regular daily 
calls, as our daily newspaper was sent 
direct from the publishers by post and he 
needed to call with that, even if there were 
no letters.  Then there was a portly old man 
who hawked fish.  We always welcomed his 
call because he invariably presented each 
of us with a brandy ball produced, wrapped 
in a very soiled paper packet, from his 
pocket. Another regular visitor was a man 
who sold eels.  He carried these in a very 
substantial basket strapped to his back, the 
contents of which were interesting to us, for 
the eels were very much alive and as soon 
as the basket was placed upon the ground 
and opened, they became very active.  
They were caught locally and were of 
considerable size.  The vendor used to take 
one out of the basket, bang it on the stone 
flags and, after impaling it by sticking a fork 
through the head, slit the skin round the 
head and strip it off, turning it inside out 
during the process.  The skins were tough 
and oily and retained their flexibility for a 
considerable time and there were many 

uses for them.  They were valued for 
making couplings on the flails and for many 
other uses such as hinges on the wooden 
doors of chicken houses. 
 
The muffin man used to make periodical calls, 
carrying his stock on a huge tray balanced on 
his head and announcing his approach by the 
ringing of a bell.  Early on Good Friday 
morning, a woman made her annual call with 
hot cross buns.  These were conveyed in an 
ancient-looking perambulator, enclosed in a 
white bag and covered with a thick blanketing 
to keep them warm. Very occasionally a man 
would visit the village leading a bear, but this 
did not interest us very much.  We were a little 
scared and preferred to watch its ungainly 
movements from a window.  Another man 
used to appear with an organ and a monkey.  
I remember he wore huge earrings and 
carried the organ on his back and used to 
balance it on a single stick when operating it.  
We used to give the monkey food and 
coppers. 
 
I remember very clearly the severe snow 
storm of 1881 when the sheep were engulfed 
and had to be released by digging. 
 
I sometimes think I would like to revisit the 
village.  But would I - or would I rather cherish 
memories of those childhood days? The saw 
pit will be missing and the old Inn will have 
been demolished and replaced by a gaunt 
modern structure whose powerful light will 
gleam across the road at eventide.  I dread to 
contemplate the fate of the forge and to 
picture the corrugated iron structure which 
reigns in its stead.  In vain shall I seek the 
cobbler. 
 
No.  I will not revisit the village.  Memories are 
precious.

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Oil Warning 
 

With the spiralling cost of all fuel oil types, it is not surprising that the theft of these 
commodities is rising throughout the county. Ruth Mendel passes on a warning from 

Hampshire Police as well as some useful safeguards. 
 

As the recession continues to bite and the 
price of domestic fuel rises, the theft of bulk 
fuel is now one of the most attractive targets 
for thieves. For obvious reasons, bulk fuel is 
probably the most attractive target and the 
following advice is aimed primarily at those 
of us who have heating or fuel oil – and 
especially diesel – stored in external tanks. 
That probably accounts for most of us in the 
rural community – farmers, businesses and 
householders. The simple act of keeping 
your yard or drive gates closed and securely 
locked could easily prevent a theft and 
whilst much of the following may sound 
fairly obvious to most of us it is certainly 
worth considering various other safeguards: 
  

¶ Consider installing Closed Circuit 
Television (CCTV) along with suitable 
lighting. 
 

¶ Ensure gates and fences are in good 
repair.  
 

¶ The location of storage tanks can be a 
critical factor.   

 

¶ The simple act of keeping your yard or 
drive gates closed and securely locked 
could prevent a theft. 

 

¶ Ensure gates and fences are in good 
repair.  
 

¶ Consider installing Closed Circuit 
Television (CCTV) along with suitable 
lighting. 
 

¶ The location of storage tanks can be a 
critical factor.   

 

¶ Plant hostile shrubs (thorny) 
around  your oil tank, e.g.  
Pyrocanthia,  Berberis, Ilex or even 
Gooseberry.  
 

¶ The tank valve, rather than the 
vulnerable hose and nozzle, should be 
locked as should any inspection or 
filling hatches.  Install lockable caps 
with crop-proof padlocks/fittings. 

 

¶ Regularly check your fuel levels so that 
you can easily spot if the level quickly 
drops. (this can be done electronically)  
 

¶ If you are installing or re-siting an oil 
tank, consider securing the tank in an 
alarmed, ventilated, brick or block built, 
locked structure. 

 

¶ Check if your oil is covered under your 
household or business insurance. 

 

¶ Record the details of any strange 
vehicles  and their  occupants seen in 
the area.
