GARLOGS, NETHER WALLOP

extract from her forthcoming
the history of Garlogs and its inhabitants.

I n an book ABehind

Garlogs has a long, documented history
dating from its Domesday entry and was

lived in mainly by generations of four Overshot mill, markedon Tayl or 6s 175
families and their descendants; the Galrugs between Garlogs and the A30, was in use
from 1318 followed by the Gores from 1550, until recently to power a pump sending

Lyne-Stivens from 1903. Interestingly one Barns, from where it was gravity-fed down
member of the Gore family was Maria Gore, to Garlogs for the household water supply.

Of the nine mills on the length of the Wallop

Garlogs House

Not much is known about the original house
itself, but in a fire in 1840 it was burnt down,
being re-built the following year by John
Hibbert Brewer on the same site. On the
wall panelling (salvaged from the fire) in one
bathroom of the present house is a hand-
carved frieze of dragons and other mythical
beasts, with a square on one wall inscribed
J H B 1841, and on the opposite wall is one
inscribed 1636 W E G indicating the building
of the previous house by William Gore. In St
Andr ewds church
tablets to various members of the Brewer

family and a family vault dated 1850
beneath them.

In 1890 Tom Cannon, the racehorse trainer,
added onto Garlogs and also built a
conservatory, further stables, terraces with
several stone statues and balustrades, and
constructed a second lake with a waterfall.
The massive cedar tree between the house
and the upper lake was reputed to have
been planted by the Brewers in 1790, as its
st girth tvoulol comfienmles twinanb longer
exists but they can both be seen in this
1895 photograph.



Garlogs (continued)

Dr Bertram Herbert Lyne-Stivens was the
first person in Nether Wallop to own a car in
1908 (a Landaulette, built in Salisbury at a
cost of A175) and
in Nether Wallop, having his chauffeur drive
him daily to Grateley station to catch the
train to London where he had a prestigious
private practice. He was a noted throat
surgeon and a consultant to King Edward
VIl. He was also a great linguist, a good
friend of the author H. Rider Haggard and
loved country life; hence the acquisition of
Garlogs where he hosted meets of The
Tidworth Hunt. In 1912 he had a total staff
of 22 consisting of : 1 butler, 1 footman, 2
housemai ds, 1 bet we
maid, 1 governess, 1 cook/housekeeper, 1
kitchen maid, 2 chauffeurs, 3 stable lads, 1
carpenter, 1 bricklayer, 4 gardeners and 2
keepers.

He was succeeded in 1915 by his son-in-
law, Major William Jepson Turner, and he,
in turn by his son Major Bertram William
(Billy) Jepson Turner MC and Sheriff of
Hampshire whose sister, Belita, was a
dancer from the early age of two, when she
