At last the remaining parts of the organ
have been removed and we have been able
to see what has been hidden since 1880.
First a pair of large boards, one either side
of the boarded-up east window, listing the
ten commandments.

BEHIND THE SCENES i1 DANEBURY RACECOURSE

Judy Maynard concludes the story of Danebury in its famous racing era.

John Barham Day (1793-1860) was the first
trainer at Danebury. As a lad he was a good
lightweight jockey riding winners for,
amongst others, King George IV, and in
1829 when his father
died he took over
horses at Houghton and three years later
Lord George Bentinck set him up as the
trainer at his newly-built stables at
Danebury, where he was became very
successful with 16 classic winners, several
of which he also rode, such as Pussy in The
Oaks in 1834.

By all accounts though he was a very hard
taskmaster with both his staff and horses.
The stable lads had to attend church in
Nether Wallop twice every Sunday and the
apprentice jockeys had to attend Bible
readings and a sermon read by John Day
himself in his dining room. He imposed an
extremely harsh regime for getting his
horses fit, ( including sweating, drenching,
purging and bleeding them) and it was said
that they either suffered and survived or
6bwent t o t he gl ue

succeeded at Danebury by his son, John
Day the third [1814-1882] who was also
highly successful and was responsible for
the career of the famous Tom Cannon both
as jockey and later as trainer at Danebury.

Tom (1846-1917), the son of a Windsor
horse dealer, started as an apprentice

t he

jockey aged 14. His first ride for Day ended
ignominiously when his mount, Mavoureen,
fell, having struck into another horse. The
other horses passed over Tom on very soft
graund) amdy e wh aventudlya gpotted

race saw some colours poking up out of the
mud and discovered a small boy inside
them! He was extracted, cleaned up,
appearing none the worse, and the
following day he won
horse, My Uncle. He became a brilliant
jockey went on to win a Derby, a St Leger,
The One Thousand Guineas three times,
and The Oaks and the Two Thousand
Guineas four times.

Tom married John Day
1865. While courting they arranged a tryst
near Danebury. Tom had hired a phaeton
drawn by a pair of ponies, but when one of
them went lame with some way still to go he
unhitched it and attempted to continue
carrying the pole alongside the remaining
pony. Unfortunately it refused to leave its

f acompanioy 60. Tom Hiehitched ahe second

pony and mounting him bareback galloped
off to meet Kate, arriving only 10 minutes
late.

In 1882 Tom took over from his father-in-law
as trainer and greatly extended Danebury
House where he had a hard life training and
riding his own and
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plus managing the stallions standing at stud
with all the broodmares and foals. He
gained an unusual success by breeding,
owning, training and riding llfra to victory in
the last race to be run at Winchester. Tom
also trained several steeplechasers,
building a replica course for one important
race at Auteuil in France and winning it with
Redpath. One great achievement was in
training Playfair (an outsider at 40-1) to win
the Grand National in 1888, ridden by one
of his best jockeys, George Mawson (who
sadly died aged only 30). At its height
Danebury boasted boxes for 120 horses in
several yards with accommodation above
for the stable lads and apprentices. The two
enormous underground water tanks which
he constructed (pumped by horse or by
hand) and the weighbridge still survive.
Their fire engine, pulled by horses, was on
one occasion used to attend a fire in Nether
Wallop at nearby Place Farm.

Another side to Tom was his love of
shooting partridge and hunting hares,
having inherited a pack of harriers from his
father-in-law and of which he was the
Master from 1891 to 1896, with his sons
Tom (junior) as Huntsman, and Mornington
as Whipper-in. An amusing incident,
remembered by a visitor, was when one of
the two fierce-looking bulldogs which Tom
kept was passing down the road when a
very young baby rabbit came out of the
fence, sat up and looked at him, quite

unperturbed. The dog gazed at the object
for a moment in apparent terror, turned
round and fled at top speed!

He bought the lovely nearby house,
Garlogs, in 1890, where he then lived,
naming one of his racehorses after it. All
three sons became successful jockeys. Tom
(junior) won his first race aged 15, was a
promising jockey until increasing weight
problems forced him to give up, and he
joined his father as a trainer aged only 20.
Mornington was the best known, being
Champion Jockey six times and rode for the
Prince of Wales. He was named after the
winning horse, Mornington, which his father
rode at Bath on the day he was born and
won his first race aged 14 at Salisbury.
Kempton (named after Kempton Park
racecourse) rode the winner of the Derby on
one occasion. The great modern jockey,

Lester Piggott, is- Tom
grandson.

Tom built Chattis Hill Stables in 1897 to
accommodate 60 horses but sold it in 1908

to Henry Seymour O0Attyod

subsequently became renowned as the
trainer of the legendary two-year-old called
The Tetrarch,
Wonder 0 because of
grey with white splodges, a small roundel of
whose head, painted by Lionel Edwards,
can be seen above the vestry screen in St
Pet er 6 s inGlocklbridge. Tom then
retired to Springfield (now called Cannon
House) in Old London Road, Stockbridge
but when his second wife, Jessie, died in
1912 he moved into rooms in The
Grosvenor Hotel, which he had owned for
some time, until his death five years later.
He was buried in St
Stockbridge.

After 1900 there followed a succession of
well-known trainers at Danebury and
following a fallow period of nearly thirty
years it was given a new lease of life in
1977 as two separate ventures - the re-built
old house with a thriving vineyard, owned by
Ernst Piech, and a new house and purpose-
built racing stable with all modern facilities
incorporating the original paddocks and
gallops, owned by Ken Cunningham-Brown,
thus keeping going the tradition of racing at
Danebury.
