Letter from Revd Vanessa Cole 

 

 
As I write this, very close to the 
magazine deadline(!), we have just 
begun our lent observances. 
 
I have been trying to work out how I 
shall observe lent in such a way that I 
deepen my relationship with God. Giving 
up chocolate and wine is all well and 
good (well actually itôs quite difficult, 
almost painful), but Iôm not sure that it 
succeeds in building up my relationship 
with God - if anything I swing between 
feeling quite ratty, sulky, and rather 
smug and proud of my achievements. 
This rather defeats the object. Jesus 
certainly didnôt portray any of these 
characteristics during his period of 
fasting in the wilderness. 
 
So what characteristics did he display? 
For me two attributes stand out. The first 
was his utter reliance upon his heavenly 
father; his lack of food, drink or 
company meant that he had only his 
Father to rely upon, and as a result his 
prayer life must have blossomed and 
flourished. 
 
Secondly was the way in which his 
knowledge of scripture provided him 
with a source of strength and 
encouragement, so much so that when 
the devil taunted and tempted him, he 
had the strength to turn his back upon 
him. And even when the devil used 
Scripture to try and persuade him away 
from  his  purpose  and  mission,  Jesusô  
 

 
own knowledge of Scripture was so 
strong and reliable that he was able to 
use it as a weapon against the devil, 
and come out even stronger. 
 
How well do I know my Scriptures? For 
a vicar who has been through 
theological college, Iôm rather ashamed 
at my paltry knowledge of them. I have 
taken comfort from St Paul who says at 
points in his letters, ôas it says 
somewhere in Scriptureô. If Paul can be 
vague then so can I!  But actually it 
would be much better if I did know them 
better, if I could rely on them for strength 
as Jesus did, and as others, such as 
Terry Waite who during his years of 
captivity was able to call upon his own 
knowledge of the psalms for strength, 
have done since. 
 
So this year, you will find me eating 
chocolate and even drinking wine from 
time to time, for my desire over these 
next few weeks is to immerse myself in 
Scripture, to read the obscure parts of 
the Bible, and to give up the things that 
steal me of time, in order to do so. 
 
Whatever you choose to do this lent - 
and can I plug the lent courses taking 
place across the villages? - my prayer is 
that you will find yourself closer to God.

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Famous Surgeon Killed in  
Nether Wallop Crash 11 December 1959 

 
Mr Ernest Farenc Chin, one of Britainôs 
most brilliant chest surgeons, was killed 
early on Saturday morning when the sports 
car, in which he was travelling alone, left the 
road after skidding on a patch of ice, 
mounted a grass bank, hit a telegraph pole 
and then overturned several times. 
 
The accident happened at the spot known 
as Peacockôs Corner, where the 
Stockbridge road joins the Wallop road at 
Nether Wallop. It was less than a quarter of 
a mile away from Mr Chinôs home at Yew 
Tree Cottage. 
 
At the time Mr Chin was returning home 
from Southampton from a wine and cheese 
party, which he had attended with his wife at 
Rownhams. His wife had driven home in a 
shooting brake as her husband, a chest 
consultant at Southampton Chest Hospital, 
had been working until late at the hospital 
before going on to the party. 
 

Mrs Chin, who had travelled from Nether 
Wallop to Rownhams, had left the party a 
short time before her husband to drive 
home. 
 
Mr Chin, who was 44 years old, leaves a 
widow and three sons, the youngest a year 
old. They had been at Nether Wallop for 
about six years. 
 
A man of quite retiring nature, Mr Chin had 
become one of Britainôs leading thoracic 
surgeons. 
 
Late in 1954 he performed the first 
successful operation in this country for the 
removal of a tumour from the heart. This 
feat received worldwide recognition.  
 
Later he performed a hole-in-the-heart 
operation on a six-year-old girl. Since then 
he has performed many similar operations.

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The Over Wallop All-Weather Surface 
 
Over Wallop Parish Council has the 
opportunity to spend a windfall gained from 
Section 106 money allocated for recreation 
by Test Valley Borough Council.   Section 
106 money is a building developerôs legal 
contribution towards local amenities that is 
paid to the borough council on completion 
of work on a site.  The money is split 
between road improvements, recreational 
use and the development of open spaces 
and is subsequently made available for 
projects in the parish concerned.   This 
money is not part of the annual precept. 

The Council wishes to use the money to 
build on the success of the youth sports 
programme and provide wider sports 
opportunities for all parishioners.  Working 
closely with the cricket and football club 
representatives, the council is investigating 
the possibility of installing a multi-use 
games area (MUGA) on the Salisbury Lane 
playing field.  A MUGA is similar to a large 
fenced hard tennis court and, because it 
has an all weather surface, it would 
accommodate netball, tennis, basketball, 

five-a-side football and some other sports 
throughout the year.   This would be 
especially important for winter training.  The 
attached photograph shows the intended 
position of the court at the far end of the 
field.    

The Parish Council is in the process of 
obtaining quotes from potential contractors 
who could install the facility.  Planning 
permission for the MUGA will be required 
before any work commences and 
parishioners will have the right to register 
comments and objections when the project 
is submitted for planning approval. 

This matter will be an agenda item for the 
next Parish Council meeting on Monday 8 
March, 8.00 p.m. at St Peterôs Church Hall.  
All are welcome to attend and express their 
support or opposition to the proposed 
project.

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YOUR VILLAGE GREEN 
 

As most of you know, every year on Nether 
Wallop Village Green (aka Moulandôs  
Meadow) we are fortunate to have a series 
of events organised by various groups 
within the village. As a reminder for your 
diaries, here is a list of the events planned 
for 2010 to date. 
 
May Fair  Sunday 9th May 
Drinks on the Green Saturday 26th June 
Village Picnic  Saturday 17th July          
Rounders Afternoon Sunday 19th Sept. 
Carols on the Green Saturday 11th Dec 
 
 
As our weather can be said to be somewhat 
uncertain, we have purchased two large 
marquees (20ft x 40ft each) to be used for 
the above events as an insurance against 
bad weather. The marquees belong to 
Nether Wallop Parish Council, and are for 
the use of any villager or group of villagers 
who may have an appropriate use for them, 
either on the Green or in private gardens. 
The marquees are of good quality and 
relatively easy to erect and dismantle under 
the guidance of any member of the Village 
Green Committee, but those wishing to use 
the marquees would be expected to provide 
4 or 5 assistants to help in erecting 
/dismantling them.  
To cater for ongoing maintenance of the 
marquees, and their eventual replacement, 
we have to build a marquee fund, and 
accordingly must make a small charge for 
their hire. The charges are shown below, 
and it is worth noting that the hire charges 
are less than a quarter of those charged by 
private hirers. 
 
Village Communal Events  £50 per marquee 
Private use                       £100 per marquee 
Use in adjacent villages   £100 per marquee 
  
Note that hire period is normally for a 
weekend, but this can be extended without 
cost for an additional day either side of a 
weekend. 
 

We hope that this will serve to remind all 
villagers that the Village Green is there for 
their use and enjoyment. The Village Green 
Committee exists simply to ensure the 
space is maintained for that purpose, and to 
enlist volunteers to help with mowing, 
weeding etc. Please contact either of the 
Committee members below if you wish to 
organise an event or function on the Green, 
or with any queries you may have.

 Crimewatch 
 

Neighbourhood Watch Co-Ordinator Ruth Cartwright reports on recent activity 
and precautionary action 

 

Crime-wise, the year opened fairly quietly 
but there is still activity that causes concern. 
There was a burglary near Broughton on 
20/21 January when tools and riding tackle 
was stolen.  Nearer to home copper was 
stolen from a yard in Romsey Road, Nether 
Wallop on 28 January.  
 
Hampshire Trading Standards Service have 
been alerted to a crime research company 
currently telephoning residents in the county 
claiming to be authorised to carry out 
research on crime.  They apparently 
arrange for a security company to visit and 
survey properties for security purposes, ie 
burglar and smoke alarms. This approach 
leads to an offer to supply equipment ñfreeò 
on the condition that residents sign up to a 
costly monitoring agreement.  If you have 
already arranged for a visit by a salesman 
or require any assistance concerning this, or 
any other cold calling matters, please do not 
hesitate to contact the Quick Response 
Team on 01962  833666. 

There has been an increase in the number 
of reports of suspicious persons and 
vehicles being seen in the area. These 
reports are encouraging and underline the 
belief that we are all becoming increasingly 
aware of rural crime. Even if these reports 
turn out to be legitimate ï which they often 
are ï it still provides vital information.

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BEHIND THE SCENES - OLD LODGE  
 

Judy Maynard goes behind the scenes of Old Lodge 
 
The lands of Nether Wallop were granted by 
Henry II to the Priory of Amesbury in 1177, 
and after the Reformation they were split up 
into manors, of which Fifehead at Middle 
Wallop was one. The name Old Lodge 
suggests that there may have been a 
keeperôs lodge or shepherdôs cottage in the 
17th century on the uncultivated downland 
of Fifehead Manor, known as The 
Wilderness, north of the Lopcombe Corner 
to Jackôs Bush section of the present A343. 
In 1763 James Bartlett, Lord of the Manor of 
Fifehead, separated it from his estate as a 
farm of 300 acres. Thomas Compton leased 
it at £10 per annum and in 1773 bought it 
freehold for 100 guineas (£105).  
  
By 1809 it was known as Old Lodge and 
was owned by Charles Spyers. The Nether 
Wallop church records showed that the 
tithes were paid to Walter Blunt, the lay 
impropriator in Nether Wallop, and who, 
especially in years of poor harvest, was 
entitled to óthe best wheat grown on the 
farmó. (A lay impropriator paid a negotiable 
fee to the Vicars Choral of York who 
ôownedô St Andrewôs Church in return for the 

tithes in order to save the Vicars the trouble 
of organising and overseeing their 
estimation and collection). 
 
Charles Spyersô son, Thomas, BA, MA, 
DDivinity, (1805-1881), became headmaster 
of Aldenham Grammar School and then 
headmaster of Weybridge Grammar School, 
and  at some stage he built onto and around 
the old brick and flint house adding a chapel 
with a spire. This was partly for the use of 
his household and farm workers because it 
was too far for them to attend the nearest 
church. He re-named the house Wallop 
Lodge to distinguish it from Old Lodge Farm 
which was leased to a succession of 
wealthy landowners. For the remodelling of 
the house he used the services of the 
eminent London architect, J.L. Pearson, 
who had already done work on Spyersô 
house in Weybridge, and who did major 
restoration work for Revd Fellowes between 
1864 and 1874 at St Peterôs Church, Over 
Wallop. The estimated cost of this being 
£2,200 for the nave, aisles, tower and porch 
and later, £1,346 for the chancel, vestry and 
organ chamber. 

 

 
 
In 1871 Wallop Lodge was put up for sale 
and was described as having:  
 
óa chapel open to the roof with stained glass 
windows from St Andrewôs House, 
Mells,nr.Frome. The house has  windows 
glazed by Clayton and Bell and the two 
halls are paved with Minton tiles. There are 
cellars, and a furnace and pipes for 
warming the halls, passages and the 
chapel.  Outside there is a coach house with 

clock tower, four stables and a granary etc. 
and a well 160 ft deep with the water being 
pumped by horse power. There are 
pleasure grounds consisting of 3 partly-
walled gardens, included a tennis court, a 
grapery and an orchard. Nearby is a rifle 
range. 
The farm consists of 302 acres with a 
farmhouse, bailiffôs cottage, and three other 
cottages. There is also a rookery with more 
than a hundred nestsô.    (To be concluded)

COUNTY CLLR GIBSONôS REPORT:

Attendance: Cllrs. Atkins, Hind, Richardson, 
Roach, Souter, Whitaker and Young, HCC 
Cllr. Gibson and two members of the public. 
Apologies: TVBC Cllr. Boulton. 
Planning:  
a) 10/0087 FullN, Erection of single storey side 
extension to provide living room and utility room and 
erection of a replacement porch, Brook Cottage, no 
objection. 
 

Neighbourhood Watch:  Cllr. Young 
reported that at the beginning of January 
there was a car theft at Kentsboro and 
another at Danebury Hill.  There is also a 
problem of heating oil being stolen.  On the 
Romsey Road in Nether Wallop some 
copper was taken from a yard.  
 
Highways:  Cllr. Souter reported that HCC 
had queried the wisdom of 20 mph speed 
limits in certain places as they were not 
generally in favour of this kind of restriction 
in a rural area. As there were no incidents or 
accidents along the village lanes they 
questioned how effective this limit would be 
and there would evidently have to be several 
more signs than in a 30 mph area.  Cllr. Hind 
reported that progress had been made with 
the parking/traffic problem along School 
Lane. As previously reported a bank owned 
by a local resident had been eroded outside 
the school. TVBC have agreed to look at this 
with the possibility of extending the zigzag 
lines or erecting safety barriers.  The school 
is also putting together a travel plan.   The 
Chairman emphasised that there was a 
concern for the safety of the children. 
 
Playing Fields: Cllr. Richardson reported on 
lots of games of football as many other 
pitches had been waterlogged!  However, 
some cars had driven onto the field in order 
to watch the matches. A tree would be 
planted in the gap to deter people from 
doing this. Mr. Reeve was organising a 
charity clay shoot and had asked for 
suggestions for play equipment.  A sunken 
trampoline and a barbecue were proposed.  
A hot water heater for the pavilion/kitchen 
was further suggested but it was debatable 
whether this would be put to enough use. 
 
Wallops Parish Hall:  Cllr. Souter reported 
that Mr. Taylor Firth had given a full report of 
the work being carried out and that this was 

on track and within the budget.  Cllr. Hind 
had been on a site tour. Final fundraising 
efforts would be required so that items such 
as kitchen appliances, tables and chairs 
could be purchased.  
 
Village Green: Cllr. Roach reported that the 
hedges have been cut.  Events are being 
booked up. The May Fair would be held on 9 
May and the Charity Shoot marquee party 
on 4 June followed by a drinks party on the 
26 June.  
 
Matters raised by councillors: Cllr. Young 
reported that HPA are considering moving to 
Essex rather than stay at Porton despite the 
proposed expansion plans. There would be 
the possibility of approximately 700 job 
losses.  
 
Points from the floor:  HCC Cllr. Gibson 
reported that Hants Highways are trying to 
repair the roads damaged by the snow and 
icy weather. He would be meeting with them 
shortly to discuss the long list of ongoing 
projects and asked for a list of the work 
necessary (Action: Cllr. Hind). Cllr. Gibson 
is involved with the audit improving the cost 
base of HCC. More grit bins have been 
requested and Cllr. Gibson would put in a 
request at a forthcoming meeting on 17 
February. HCC would not grit side roads and 
a discussion took place on which roads 
should be gritted!  Regarding potholes and 
claims by drivers of cars damaged by them 
Cllr. Gibson said that HCC would not pay out 
unless there is a strong case. He further 
reported that the local ómegashedô was going 
ahead with the Co Op and that all 106 
conditions would be met. There would be 
50% less traffic than there would have been 
with the Tesco project. Mrs. Grover 
commented on how well the footpaths had 
been kept under control last year.  The 
Chairman congratulated Mr. Williams, 
Footpaths Officer who had overseen this.
