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BEHIND THE SCENES i DANEBURY RACECOURSE

Il n anot her

Maynard tells the story of Danebury in its famous racing era.

Private racing, usually matches between
wealthy gentlemen riding their own horses
for a wager, took place on Houghton Down
as early as 1735 but became popularised
when a proper racecourse was opened on
Houghton Down in
open to everyoneo. I
Racing Club moved their race meetings
from Winchester Racecourse on Worthy
Down to Houghton Down. This course
became known as the
Racecourse when a second course was
opened in 1826 on Danebury Down nearby,
known as t he
Racecourse, and both courses seem to
have been used concurrently until about
1831, when the Bibury Racing Club moved
their headquarters from Cheltenham to The
Grosvenor Arms Hotel in Stockbridge and
took over the racing
Danebury Downs. The Club expanded the
course to include a straight mile ( in fact a
slight dog-leg), leasing some neighbouring
farmland to do so, and in 1867 they built a
new enclosure and added a permanent
jockeyds stand and

had been built by John Barham Day, the
trainer at Danebury, in 1831. They
introduced a formal meeting every June
which attracted not only the aristocracy, but

the filly Counterpane, come in last and
dropped down dead.

Corruption in racing in general was rife and
the huge sums of money involved in
wagering (betting) encouraged fraud such
as poisoning drinking water; pulling (holding
horses back); substituting horses; faking
their ages; faulty weighing-in and -out; and
dubious training methods. The notorious
6Danebury
John Barham Dayob6s
were involved in various betting coups. The
Jockey Club did much to try and clean up
racingdéds tarnished i
still persist to this day throughout the racing
world.

Tom Cannon, when training at Danebury,
provided excellent hospitality for his patrons
especially the Prince of Wales who would
often stay for the three day meetings at
Danebury or in Stockbridge where he rented
Hermit Lodge, and reputedly had a
footbridge built over the river to connect with
Grosvenor House ( now called The White
House ) where his mistress for three years,
Lillie Langtry a social London celebrity,
stayed.

The racecourse was forced to close in 1898
after Sir John Barker Mill of Mottisfont, who
owned part of the land on which the
racecourse lay, died and his cousin, Mrs
Vaudrey eventually gained the inheritance
and withdrew the lease in disapproval of
gaming, gambling and betting. The Prince
of Wales was reputed to have offered her a
blank cheque which she refused, though
much later she regretted it when she
realised that the closure of the racecourse
had meant the demise of much of the local
economy not only in Stockbridge but also in
the surrounding villages. The last race
meeting was marred by an fatal incident
when 6Lardybo
Andover who was drunk and who had been
warned twice by a police constable to get off
the course, ran across the track into the
path of one of the horses cantering down to
the start which kicked him, fracturing his
skull, and he later died in hospital.

Despite the closure of the racecourse, in
1902 a grand Coronation Dance Supper
was given in the Bibury Stand by
J.G.Bulteel Esq to celebrate King Edward
VI 6s accession t o

consisted of salmon, lobsters, chicken,
lamb, tongues, hams, galantine of veal,
pressed beef, roast beef, boiled beef, roast

veal, followed by tipsy cake (sic), jellies,
blanc mange (sic), meringues, vanilla
creams, chocolate creams, fancy pastry and
fruit - a veritable banquet! Later on part of
the stand was in temporary use as a Roman
